A Republican Witness

Judge Moses Hallvit of the 1. 8. dist-
- riet court, whose home is in Denver, a
Republican, take notice, was interviewed
in New York last week by a Tribune re-
porter.

“Last November's election returns
would geem to fndicnte that Colorado

r(q)lo had got thoroughly sick of Popu-
ism and cheap money. How does it
strike the court?" he was asked.

Tao which the judge replicd:

“I'm free to sny that I believe that
Populism isasstrong aseverin Uolorado.
The people were tired of Waite but unless
1 am greatly mistaken Populism is as

strong as ever in the state.”

“Then the election of a Republicay
governor did not necessarily mean a per.
manent return of the people to Republi-

canism?”

“II I am any judge of public sentiment,
It did not,” said Judge Hallett,

“How soon will the silver mines of your
state and other western states be willing
to meet the gold-standard men of the
east ball way, and agree upon a stable
ocurrency?”’

“That,” said Judge Hallett, evidently
weighing well his words, *‘will never be, I
am afraid. The people of the west will
mever again willingly ogree to a gold
standard, They believe in a silver stand-
ard. Theconviction ia shared by them
that there is not sufficient gold in the
world to form an adequate circulating
medium. There is a continual scramble
for the gold in sight. The Old World
nations look with jealous eyes upon each
aa they hoard it. The west is willing to
let them have it, and cut loosefrom them
Il necessary, in our trade relations. The
west believes that the United States is
big enough and rich enough to leud in
this matter. The weat belleves in culti-
vating trade relations with the silver
nations of the globe, such as Bouth
America, China and Japan, rather than
to try to continue on the solid gold
standard. The east and west are drifting
farther and farther apart in this matter,
and if the west canelect a Republican
president or congress it is likely to force
this issve.”

“How is the recent government loan
regarded in the west?"”

“As & piece of folly. What has been
gained by it? The gold is alipping away
again, and the treasury reserve will soon
beé below the $100,000,000 mark. Then
snother loan will then be uecessary; then
avother and another. The present ad-
ministration will need to borrow two or
three hundred millions a year until it
goes out of power inorder to keep things
running, according to ite present pro-
gramme."”

“Would not a general revival of busi-
ness obviate the necessity of free silver?"”

“It would in part, but the question
would be still unsolved, It would come

up again."
“Has not the demand for gold stimu-

lated gold producing?”
Tuqt has,” gaid Judge Hallett, “to an
astonishing degree.”

“Then what does Colorado want of a
silver currency exclusively?”

“Probably in two or three years' time,
il gold mining were developed right
along, Colorado would not particularly
want it. The gold mines would be about
aa valuable as her silver mines, The
trouble would then be not so much with
us a8 with the western farmers, They
would still insist upon a freer currency.
At the present prices of farm products iy
Is absoiutely impossible for the western
farmer to pay interest ou mortgages.
Wheat is selling at 40 cents u bushel. It
& Iarmer has his larm and stock and ime
plements all clear he can keep his head
above water, but he cannot pay interest,
Eastern money lenders have learned that
to their sorrow. They have been swin-
dled outrageously during the past few
yeara by western farmers,”

“Has not the eastern seaboard really
the better end of the argument in this
matter? Do not the commerce and the
manufacturing interesta of the east far
outweigh, man for man and doliar for
dollar, the interests of the western
farmer?”

“] think not: your commerce eannot
thrive except upon the industries of the
west, A great people in the interior will
make great seaboard cities, You cannot
have trande at home or abroad for your-
selves only. In all your commerce you
represent the people of the eountry at
large, and whers they are famishing you
starve with them.”

There was an arrangement
made by which sueh eonipanies could
come into onr fire departinent with even
a reduced fee Trom our regular rates.
