NOT YET HEARD FROM.

SHR IS NOW SIX DAYS OVERDUE

The Teutonle Arrives All Right, Bat
Brings No News of the Missing Ves-
She

Nzw Yomk, Feb 11.—The French
line steamer La Gascogne from Havre
January 26 has not been sighted nor
have any vessels which have arrived
st various ports in this conntry and in
Europe brought any news of her. As
she was due to arrive here on Sunday
last she is now six days overdue.

The hope entertained that the Gas-
eogne was in company with the White
Btar steamer Teutonic was dissipated
by the arrival last night of the latter
steamer, which reported that nothing

been seen of the Lus Gascogne,
her own delay having been oceasioned
by head winds and high seas

The cause of the La Gascogne's non-
lpgunnoa can only be conjectured,
but belief is general that her machin-
ory was in some way disabled and
that she is working for port underre-
duced steam or sail. The severe
weather reported by the Teutonic is

no doubt being encountered by the
La Gascogne, but her long passage
ean ha f be attribute to bad
weather alone.

The Red Star line steamer Rhyn-
land from Antwerp is still out. It is
now fourteen days since she left
Antwerp. No anxiety is felt, how-
ever, for Ler sufety.

The Bolivia is sixteen days out
from Gibralter; the Llandaff City
eighteen days out from Swanses, the
Manitoba fifteen days out from Lon-
don, the Wittekind thirteen days out
from Bremen and the Taormina six-
teen days out from Hamburg, are
still to heard from. The Cunard
liver Umbria from Liverpool and
Queenstown is due to arrive to-day,
but under the existing weather con-
ditions, is not likely to reach port
until to-morrow.

MISSOURI LEGISLATURE.

It re-
commended a constitutional amend-
ment fixing the minimum school nge
atfive years and reported unfavorably
the concurrent resolution providing
for 8 removal of the state capital to
Bt. Lounis county.

The beer inspection bill, which was
reported stolen, has been recovered,
and iast night the house committes
on ways and means discussed it
Senator Mott of Su Louis appeared
in behalf of the brewers. He said
that if the bill was passed it wounld
compel the brewery of Anheuser,
Busch & Co. to pay an additional
license of at least 100,000, This firm
which is in his distriet, brews 500,000
barrels of beer annually. The com-
mittee decided to wait until next
Wednesday night before making its
final report.
