THE DUTY OF THE LEGISLATURE,

The insuranes lobhy told the house
commitiee on insurunce, that the roise
in rates last year was made neeessary by
the “Value in Pohey,” and that unless
that law was repealed there woild be
unother raise,

H. R. 246, by Drockman, will allow
mutual eompanies to organize, and those
who desire to ineure in that kind of a
company will have a ehance. Henee the
fuct that the towns people may orpeniz:
and get away from an exorbitant rate in
the stock companies, the same ay the

[armers are doing, will deter the stock
companies from making a raise.

The house said by n vote of 85to 7
when H. R. 417 was indefinitely post-
poned, that it was not in lavorof anuuli-
ing or repealing either the farm mwutual
luw or the “value in policy*law.” Now
if you desire to be consistent youn will at
oncendvance this bill to its final passage
and rush it through to the senate,

The farmera are saving thousands of
dollars annually, and as the towus' peo-
ple are asking this legislature to give
them a similar mght it should by all
means be given them, No one can give
a just renson why H. R. 246 shonbl not
beconie n law, as ita passage wiil in the
next two years affect every poliey holder
in the state.

It will serve as a lever to keep the rate
of stock ¢companies down, but il iv does
not pass, the stock companies can con-
time to raise the rate to any point
they please, and the town-people hive to
have to submit or do without insurance.

There is a town dwelling house maur-
ance company in lowa that has been
running two years. They have about
$2,000,000 insurance; have had buy §541
in losses,

The farmers in that state have had
eowpanies running formore than twenty
years,the average cost has been less than
one per cent for five years,

In this state there arenot far fromn 15,-
000 members of furm mutual companies,
and ull are well pleased with the resalts
ol their experience.

We invite you to take a peep at the re-
port of the forty-three farm comjanies
in the Auditor’s office,

Of these forty-three companies twelve
sustained no loss. The total amount ol
losses for 1894 was but $13,709, carry-
ing an average risk for the year oi ubout
$12,000,000. The amount written dur-
ing the vear was $6,155.464. Feen re-
ceived therefor $3Y,676, which would be
64-100 of one per cent, $6.40 per §1000.

There are three state stock companies,
Lnst year they received $263,805, for
$14,101,881, and paid out $113,432 for
losses.

These three companies collected at the
rate of 86-100 or £18.60 per $1,000.

The printed report of the Auditor does
not show several things that should be
shown, both in the stock and mutual
companies; for instance, one company
that carries fire and eyclone insurance
reports that they have u 000 insurance,
when the facts are that they have §1,000
in each department., At that rateany of
our companies eould report twice the

amount that we have, and when asked
to explain we eould say that we have so
much in fire (the full amount) and the
sgame amount in lightning, which in real-
ity wounld be just double the actual
amount of insurunce, The Auditor's re-
port should bring out this fact and
should also repurate the amounts of in-
surance written on different Lllmeu of
business,

I am not eensuring the Auditor, ht*causa
the law says what we shall require of
the insnrance companies, and if he asked
any more of the companies they would

not Anawer.

I think it would bea good thingfor the
officers of our mutual companies to get
together and consolt with the Auditor
before he valls on us for another state
ment, and agree upon a form of report
that will show the full working of the
company.

H. It. 246, is the third bill on general
file in the house, and may be passed
soon, but its friends will have to do some
effective work to get it through the
senate.
