THAT INTERNATIONAL FAKE.

statoments in & Londing Republicnn Paper

It Will Be Well to Preserve for Refer-

ence.

The Chicago Times-Herald, in a re

eent issue, says editorially:
“It was believed that the proposal
of an international agreement which
would be satisfactory to all Americans
had made such progress on the eonti-
nent that sooner or later it would be
accepted by England. That it wounld
be futile to undertake an international
monetary agreement on any ratio with-
out the concurrence of England and
her dependencies will not be denied
by any who bave stndied the history
of trade or are familiar with the funda-
mental principles of currency. A new
movement in opposition to any partiei-
pation by the English government in
any international conference for the
purpose of rehabilitating silver has
appeared in London., Behind it are
formidable forces.

*The entire banking interests of the
metropolis are associnted with a pow-
erful and probably a representative
body of the leading merchants, The
memorial they have presented to the
chancellor of the exchequer declares
that so long as it was proposed to re-
vive the silver question in foreign
countries only they did not feel con-
cerned, but that now they are con-
strained to say that they view with ap-
prehension nny change in the currency
that hns provailed in that country
since 1816, They appeal to the govern-
ment to avold entangling vproposals
that might lead persons at home and
abroad to suppose that England is pre-
pared to depurt from the standard es-
tablished by law and sanctioned by
custom.

“Solong as the liberals remain in
power no action on the currency ques-
tion for the purpose of altering it in
any manner can be expected from
Great Britain. It is doubtful whether.
even if the conservatives curry the ap-
proaching general election, the party
eonld be induced to make Mr. Balfour's
views official. ‘A grave changein the
outlook foran internntional agreement
must be admitted.”

In the news columns of the same
issue appeared the following:

“The English bimetallic league is
pressing its crusade with great vigor,
wnd has a very imposing list of mem-
bers both in numbers and business and
prominence. Its president is Henry
Gibbs, a director of the Bank of En-
rland.  As its chairman of the general
council it has H, H. Grenfell. Mr, Me-
Neill, the secretary, tells me that Mr.
Lidderdale, the famous ex-governor of
the bank, is & member,

*‘Besides Arthur Balfour, it numbers
many prominent politicians and influ-
eptinl peers, lncluding the diukes of

Aberdeen, Fife and Beavfory, Jacob
Bright, Sir Lepel Griflin, Henniker
Heaton, Lord Rawton, Disraeli’s

former adjutant, as well as the young
Disraeli. Sir Henry James, attorney-
general in Salisbury’s cabinet, and
Henry Chaplin, n member of the same
cabinet; Kuoatehbwll Hugesson and
many other members of parlitment.

“Among the bankers and business
men there are Charles and Alfred
Hoare, Thomas Baring, Sir Thomas
Sutherland, chairman of the Peéninsula
and Oriental Steamship Co.; Sir Samuel
Montagu and many others It is well
known here that the movement has
the warm sympathy of the Roths-
childs. It must be understood, how-
ever, that the leagye Is much opposed
to the free silv} movement in the
United States, ¢xcept as it may lead to
un internutionu\lagmement. The in-
terviews I haveheretofore sent have
made this plain, and the league here,
for this reason, has constantly refused
to connect itself in any way with the
United States league.”

IT MAKES US WEARY.

Our Lawmakers Plead the Baby Act to Rid
Themselves of Responsibility.

The constant reiteration by frea
coinage advocates of the statement
that the standard silver dollar was
surreptitiously dropped from the coin-
age of the United States by the act of
15873, is somewhat wearisome. Every
person who has ever investigated the
subject knows that the adt of 1873 was
before congress for more than two
yvears before it was adopted. There
were various recommendations to con-
gress from the secretary of the treas-
ury upon the subject touchinz the
very point of discontinuing the coin-
age of silver dollars. The question
was fully discussed in the house and
in the senate, and the claim afterwards
set up by senators and representatives
that they were not aware that the act
affected the coinage of silver was pre-
posterous. The Records give the lie to
that pretense. The only surreptitions
action relative to silver was in June,
1874, when the commission appointed
by congress to compile from laws then
in foree, a revision of the United States
statutes, inserted a clanse in their re-
port that had no existence in any stat-
ute, providing thas *‘the silver coins of
the United States shall be a legal ten-
der at their nominal value for any
amount not exceeding 85 inany one
payment;” and congress adopted that
report without knowing what it con-
tained.—Topeka Advocate.

Crisp for Silver

house, The idea of making the basis
gold alone is preposterous.  With only
£100,000,000 of gold, as is believed by
many, and only $600,000,000 as the =
highest estimate, a8 a basis, our busi- ==
ness interests would be but a plaything =
in the hands of foreign cupisalists. ‘.
They could guietly agree among them- =8
selves that they would not reiavest in
the United States their Interest for a
year on the notes and bonds they hold
sgainst our people, and we would <
have to send them one-third to ome-.
