door,

Amonyg the nohle Indies of Fngland the
book had wany fervent admirers. It is a
significant foet that the queen of Eng-
lnnd, in coneurvence with  Prince Albert,
steadily resisted every attempt to enlist
the war-like power of England against
the Northern States. In fact the appensr-
ance of this work developed the latent
senfiment against slavery, and was n
potent factor in enlisting men in the
ranks ol those actively engaged in sup-
[rreasing 1t.

As money, it cannot be snbstituted for
the exchange value in houses, food, cloth-
ing, ete, which it represents any more
than a yard stick can boe substituted for
the cloth measured with it, or
bushel measure can take the place of the
grain measured with it, ete.

It represents in the hands of the hold-
erd ol it actonl servies or Jubor retdered
for it.

To that extent it performs its true
office.  On the ather hand it represents
in the hands of the holders ol it rent, in-
terert or profit ineomes acquired through
the producers from whom the rent is
exncted,

To that extent it proves false to the
producers of wealth, whether it is paper,
gold or gilver.

I other words, to that extent it per-
forme the office of counterfeit money in
the hands of those who thus getin pos-
gession of it ’

For instance: A receives ten dollars ns
rent from B for which he (B) gets notli-
g as an equivalent,

A now pays the ten dollars tol orsomae
other party lor actual wealth produced
by him.

Now sinee A rendered no Inbor to B for
it and received ten dollars worth of pro-
duce from C for if, therefore in pussing
through A's hands it performs the office
of a counterfeit.

Rent, interest or profit in this discus.
sion are synonyms, meaning the nmount
of produce or useful service exacted by
one party in a trade above what is given
or loaned to the other party.

Land—natuiral opportunities—is not
produced and furnished by either party
in the exchange of title to it, and sinee
the money under the present system rep-
resents the pricein it, therefore to that
extent it fucilitates trade in  the interest
of the non.producers (represented by A)
at the expense of the prodocers (repre-
sented by B.)

Henee to the extent rent, interest or
profit is abolished in trade, to that ex-
tent the volume of money will expand
in the hands of the producers in the
different industries without a new issne
by the government.

The money problem is amoral problem
which can be solved only by making it
represent in the hands of its holders
actual Ilabor or benefits rendered to
society for it,

This can only be accomplished by law
through the abolition of rent, interest or
profit,

Paper money performs the game office
in representing the exchange value of
wealth that gold and silver do, therefore
the former is preferable to either of the
latter, for the sameeconomicreason that
a wooden yard-stick, a wooden bushel,
or an iron pound weight is preferable to
one made of gold or silver,

The money represents the whisky
traffic as a beverage, as well as renital in-
comes.

While these and other moral evils exist
in trade the money will represent them.

Theirnbolition is the principal solution
to the money problem in the interest of
the toiling mnsses,

First give to the producers their full
produce—that which the mooey repre-
genta to them, and not till then, can tha
money be made to go to whom it justly
belongs.
