The Money Question.

Just now the public mind Is largely en-
upon the money question, and per
.L' more generally so than aver before,
It s & simple, ensy question, in and of its
self, r there been 80 much
“Juggling” used upon it that it has eome
to be regarded as a question that requires
learning and special qualities of
mind to grapple with or solve its pre-
tended mysteries and Introacies,

Now I take the brond ground that any
person who can comprehend the mennl
and purpose of a yard stick or a pec
measure, can also comprehend the mean-
Ing and purpose of a dollr, There is no

sbout elther. They are all of
them simple mensures of length, quantity
or value, as they may be applied, and that
Is all there Is of the questlon. But we
are well aware that there are those—gen-
erally persons who derive a pecuniary ad
vaotage by It—who clalm that one of
these varluus “meagures” should be made
ot one particular kind of material—Gold.
There are others who clalm that this par
tlonlar “measure” may Just ax well be
made out of elther of two kindz of mater-
lal—gold or ellver. Yet in both cases
the people lose glght of the real fact in
the case, that it 13 not the materlal used
that gives this measura I8 peocullar
mmuarl quality.

If the yardstick 1s in arcord with the
ngdmndnrd of length It Ia immaterial
whether it ba made of wood, or sliver, or
even of gold: in either case it will
measure only a yard to each applieation

There i3 just as much sound reason
that a yard stick should be made of geld
or sllver, as there can be that a dollar
should be madeso. A yardstick of enlid
gold would not be & dollar, nor would a
,-lden dollar measure a yard. Yet if a
ew men could so manipulate legislation
that yardsticks could be made only from
some particular material of which they
held s monopoly or control, they wsuld
no doubt be found claiming that they
could not be “honestly” made of any-
thing else, i

There [s one peculiarlty about money
and it is this: the cheaper the money is
the more walunble everything olse
becomes. Whea a man goes out into the
market to buy dollars-—and that is what
we are all doing—he must pay for them
elther his own labor, or the product of
the labor of others. When dollars are
oheap and plenty he will get them for
what they are worth: 100 cents each; and
he can exchange on even terms, But
when dollars are scarce and dear he must

y the “premium,” and so, give more

to balance the increased cost of
them. It s often said by the protection-
Ists: “Why bere, you can buy more goods
for a dollar now than you ever could be-
fore." This Is true, and it proves my
Matement, “Goods" are only the product
of labor, in some form or other, and it
does take “more goods” to Luy a dollar
now than it ever did before. ¥1‘11;5 ‘goods’
are not worth any less, but the dollar |s

We are om asked this questhm:
“Where shall we limii the volume of our
currency in circulstion”  As a matter of
fact no definite limit can be fixed. for the
reason that the volume cannot be regulst-
«d by tha law () of supply and demand.
Money is not regul nor governed 7
that law, if any soch there he. ]
o by the very opposite of that rule.
This Is evident from the fact that jost In
proportion as the supply s Incressed the
demand s stimulated, by multiplyiog and
incressing Its uses and opportunities: and
the proof may be found by recalling the
years succesding the close of the war, be-
fore contraction hed got im its deadly
work., Then we had the largest amount
per capita in circulstion, and the couniry
and our people were never in such a
proaperons cendition, Everybody and
every brunch of business was alive, active
and energetic. Debts were being wiped
out, mortgages cancelled, and the demund
for more mﬂn? among the people fer
use was every day on the lucrease. It ls a
fuet, I claim, that while with everytiing
else demand stimulates and Induces sup-
ply, with money—the volume in circula-
tion—I{t Is exactly the opposite. There I8
{8 the incressed supply that stimulates
aod Increases demand.

But 10 return to the question. 1 will
suggest a trinl “limit” for the wolume of
circulation, Let the government jssue and
put fote elrculation enough money of our
own to decmlllir supply the present
needs of our people so that' they oan re-
tire and dismiss every dollsr’s worth of
forelgn eapital now “drawiog” upon us
like a “fly blister.” Try that awbile and
we can soon tell whether we need any
more or not. At lesst Jet not our protec-
thunist lawmakers discriminate agniost
It a8 they discriminate against foreign
goods and manuinctures, and be &t lewst
consistent.

Upe word mere, In conclusion, We
hear a loud call for sn “honest dollar,”
bat there ls always a peculiarity in the
tone of volee that at once compels the
suspiclon that the fellow that makee the
ory 1 hardly at par with the kind of dol-
lar he demands, My opinion is that any
dollar that Is or may be lssued by our

vernment, and made a full legal tender
E)au hovest dellar, whether it be gold,
sliver, or paper: and that no dollar can be
honest that lacks this quality. And my
oplnion, further Is, that any man or set «f
men, or party, that attemyas to cry down
or depreciate any real money Issue of our
goverment, lncks very little of belng a
traltor to his country, and su ememy to
the flag.

As o the free colnage of silver, there is
just as much right and reason for it as
there Is for free coluage of gold; and for
myself 1 say that untll the people have
learned sense enough to demand the
demonetization of both gold and sllver
let us lm:; both c2ined upon equal terms,
The secrel of the demand for a wngle
standurd Is much the same that governs
the corporations when we are about to
elect our legislators, They confine their
Influence principally to the senate, be
canze it {8 smaller and more eamly
handled, With a single gold standard
the gamblers can control the market, and
continne to dictate terms even to the
general government tself,

Epiror ALLIANCE-INDEPENDENT:

The question of insurance agninst loss
by fire, lightolng, toroadoes, windstorms
nnd hall 1s & question thet affects every
citizeén in proportion to his or her proper-
ty and Investments subject to destruction
by the elements, hence it becomes legit-
mate to levy a tax for that purpose,

The cheapest mode of fnsurance weuld
be to levy & small tax upon all the taxable
property of state for insurance, o provide
a fund in the state treasury to protect the
citizen against loss.

There always will be improvident pec.
ple In the world, aed by this plan all
weould bs Insured and the benevolent peo-
ple would not be called upon to nssist in
making good the losses of the improvi-
dent and persons who fail to availl them-
selves of the present modes of insur-
ance,

A very small levy upon the Grand
Duplicate of the state would produce
funds enough to meet and Hguidate all
the damages resulting from causes usual-
ly Insured agalost, and would not mater-
ially increase the expense of carrying om
the state government,

A tax for Insurance is just as reason-
able and legitimate as a tax for schools,
school houses, the support of the poor, or
almost uny other purpose for which taxes
are levied.

The taxation plan of insurance would
make insurance universal and cheap, be-
cnuge the same officers who collect other
taxes would collect this tax, henca it
would at one stroke abolish all insursnees
agencles and companies &0 far as this
state 15 concerned ; and relieve the people
from supporting their very expenslive
officers and business, besides paying
Targe dividends upon thelr enormons cap-
ftal held In comparative idleness for
the protection of their polleyholders,

An Insursuce law  properly framed,

guarding the taxpayer against dishonest
officials, and the state against dishonest
losers, would reduce insurance to the
minimum, and would meet with the uwn-
qualified opposition of all the Insurance
companies and their agents and
sympathizers,
The losses pald gshould be in proportion
to the property listed for taxation by the
loser, and ncase of crops destroyed by
hall in the proportion of the avernge crop
in the immediate vicinity of the storm
track.

Now, Mr. Editor, every man who per-
forms necessary service for the public
has u right o expect remunerstion for it
In the words of the book, “The la-
borer is worth of his hire.” Few men
are unwilling to pay for what is of real
worth or merit to them. But whea men
step in offerlug unnecessary and unde-
sired services and not nnlg wsk but cow-
pel the public to pay for them, and to
glve them a liviog and a fortune, they
are in my view no bstter than the fool-
pad who levels his pistol at you und

takes away vour money, ‘The public ls
not obliged 10 maintain them. hey are
not ucers of vilue nor promoters of

prosperity, comfort, intelligence or mor-
nlity. They are leeches and parasites.
Bat I do nut mean to say that all lumber-
men are such and that they perform o
real service for the public. When pur
chnsers cannot pay cash or cannot bay
enough for the wholesalers 0 bother
with it it Is a convience for them to have
dealers who will give them credit and
take thelr small orders, If the manufse-
turers und wholesulers were 1o take
small orders and glve credic it would
necesitate collectors or paying for col-
lections. The retailers who save the
wholesalers this work have the right o
expect pay for it. All the work conuect-
ed necesiarily with the supplying of the
public the consumer must pay for, and
they do not complain about 1t,  But they
do complain about being prevented from
nsalsting to supply themselves und made
1o pay toll for nnnecessary service to the
middle-man. The mddle man has &
place, but let him keep it.

A long-suffering public has borne these
Impositions for a loog time, but a goodly
portion of It has resolved that they sha'l
censs, And if the middle men cannoot
find thelr place they are likely soon to he
shown it in short fashion. What 1 have
said applies also to the storekeepers,
the stock yards, and perhaps others.

Loaders in thuuqll_u and argument we
will always have, They will never lack
for opportunity to exert their full force
in moulding public opinion, To that
axtent we can  safely aceept thelr
assistance.

Representative democracy is quite an
improvement upon monarchy, yet it re-
talus  very largely of objectionable
foaturas,

The realization of the government that
“shall not perish” has seemed 0 fario
the future that its ndvocates cannot be
blamed for lapsing at times into inactivity
but judging by the tone of the press in
the lust fow months and other signs of the
times which by some perhups have not
v+t been discerned, thereis good cause
for encouragement.

In every meditation upon the gubject
of political government 1 invariably
arrive at the concluslon that we will
never have an abiding, s just, or a chris-
tian guvernment until the musses cense to
confer upon the few the power to make
the laws,

The nuthors of our constitution were
far seeleg men yvet when they conferred
upon the people the vight to agsemble for
the purpose of discussing publlc measures
and the privilege of petition, they may
have builded better than they knew.
These two conditions will develop Ini a
government that will In time dispense
with that m 1ch condemned individual—
the middle maa,

The transient owners of merchsndise
and the ngents who make our lews stand
in different relations to society, yet the
higher Jaws of economics indicate
the future uselessness of both classes,

Qur facilities for revising the political
creads are not adequate 10 the demands
of a public opialon that is constantly be-
ing enlthtened in an ever increasing
ratio, and it seems a rational concept to
the future that the people will be on con-
stant legislative duty and that a law that
has outlived its usefulness will be
promptly replaced by one that is
applicable tw the current needs of
soclety.

I confess to many disapeintments in
trylag to impress the minds of others
with the necessity and feasiblillty of “we,
the people” doing our own legislative
work.

I am not a critic yet 1 see a weakness
In the prevalling legislative philosophy
which if not overcome will ever prevent
the realization of our highest conceptions

of political juatice,

Every citizen should retaln the
soversign right to “vole upon measires
not men” Our bossted “popular
sovereignity” permits us to elect directly
sod Indirectly in reund oumbers four
bundred sovereigns whose suthority is
lile short of absolate, Four hundred
kings fix their own wage: for professing
to volee the will of twelve million voters
who Imugine themselves 1o be the free

men of America. Where s the
freedom?
Switzeriand lost her coofidence in

representatien sod developed a system
which rendered it useless.

There must be yet another “birth of
frecdom™ in Americs. No ooe has the
termerity by public speech to deny any
citizen the moral right to a volce ln the
final disposition of public measures,

How many Americans waot to rule
over men? How many want to be ruled
by any portion of society less than a
sumerical majority?

Convince the populaca that direct leg
Islation is practicable and the refermation
is near at hand. -

able us to make a decislon within the
spuce of a week. The annoancement s o
matter of minutes. Verlly, science Is
preparing the way.

Three-
fourths of all the homes in the United
Stutes wre under direct tribute to the
money power! This Is a taxation in-
conceivableg, for no matter what wo
call it it Is n tax, and must be paid
out of the resources of the home.

For this condition of things the
governmont of the United States may
be justly held responsible Every ono
of these mortgages, the warrants to
tax. is & child of our credit system;
not one of them would have been
mad s had there bsen no foredit sys-

tem. A scarcity of money is both
lather and mother of debt  FPeople
must live nnd do business. II they

cnnnot get money to do a cash busi-
nesa, they will do a credit business
The only source of money supply is
the general government; no other
power can make money. Hence if
money is searce the government is re-
sponsible for it 1f n crodit business
is done, the government is responsi-
ble for it. for (I it being the only
power that can do so, had provided a
sulticiency of money, poople would
huve done n eush business. no debts
would have been contractad, and no
morctguges made, Hence the govern-
mant is responsible in a general way
for this morigaged condition of the
homes of the people for permitting its
people to be taxed by private indi-
viduuls, corporations and foreign syn-
dientes. Had a forelgn power pre-
sumed to levy a tox upon United
Stutes citiiens the dogs of war would
have been called from their kennels
and would have swam to the offend-
g nation on & sea of blood. But
combines, gold hoarders, plutocrats
and syndicates, may tax the people
at will may. plratelike lay three.
