We would recommend that no proxies be
allowed at either convention, but that the
delegatea present east the full vote to which
the state or county is entitled.

We would algo recemmend that the pri-
maries for electing delegates to the County
conventions be held Thursday, June 23, 1802,
and that the County conventions be held
snturdaly.
