The Independents of the First District
Nominate Hon. J. Shamp for
Oongress.

The People’s Farty Keeping in the
Middle of the Road, and Full of
Enthusiasm,

The Congressional Convention,

The independent people’s party con-
gressional convention for the First
congressional district met at Nebraska
City, Thursday afternoon, and was
called to order at two o'clock by J. K.
Lamaster the chairman of the congres-
sional commit!ce.

A. W. Russell ¢f Cass county was
nominated for temporary chairman and
Wm. Moran of Otos county for tem-
porary clerk.

A motion by Goodell of Lancaster
county that the chair appoint a com-
mittee of five on credentials, was
adopted. The chair asked each county

to hand in (he name of its choice for
this committeo, from which the chair
selected the following committee: J.
W. Cox of Cass, Chas. Mangon of
Nemaha, O. A. Severe of Otoe, S. G.
Mower of Richardson and BB. S. Little-
field of Lancaster, after which the con-
vention adjourned t> seven o'clock.
Most of the delegates and a great many
spectators remaned to listen to speech-
es from prominent independents as
they were called for. Gen. C. H. Van
Wyck was the first speaker and his
scorching arraignment of the old par-
ties was received with the wildest
enthusiasm.

The convention reconvened at 7:30,
The report of the committee on ereden-
tials showed every county represented

and no  contesgs. After  the
adoption of the report of ° the
committee on ecredentials, George

Abbolt, Richardson county; E. P. In-
gersoll, Johnson county, and D. N.
Johnson of Lancaster county, were
nominated for permanent chairman.
Mr. Johnson withdrew his name, and
Ingersoll was selected.  William Mor-
an of Otoe, was made permanent secre-
tary and DD Young of Lancastor county
assistant secretary.

A motion was adonted that a com-
mittee of five on resolutions be appoint
ed to whom all resolutions should be
referred without debate.  The chair
appointed B. S Littlefield of Lancaster,
T. G. PFerguson of Nemaha, H. A.
Webar of Otoe, L. G. Todd of Cass and
C. N. Mayberry of 'awnee. The com-
mittee reported the following resolu-
tions, which were read by Mr. Little-
field:

The people's party of the First con-
gressional distriet in delegate conven-
tion assembled, heartily endorses the
declaration of principles as enunciated
in the platforms of the people’s inde-
pendent party, adopted by the national
convention at Omaha, on July 4, 802
and the state convention at Kearney,
on August 3, 1892, '

We denounce the ac'ion of congress
in relinquishing the control of the
World’s fair, which has been donc by
giving over the management of what
was intended to be a national exhibition
of the country’s resources, to a private
corporation, thereby defeating the
great object of the World's Columbian
exposition by rendering it a money-
making enterprise, managed by Chica-

go speculators for private gain. Be-
leiving that this gizantic ex-
hibition, ecommemorative of the
discovery of this continent
and undertaken for the eduo-

cation and enlightenment of the world,
ghould have been given under the
management, eontrol, direction, and
owner. hip, as well as by the authority
of the national government, we com-
mend the action of our congressmen
from Nebraska in opposing the World's
fair appropriation bill, and also the
Russian aid bill.

The resolutions were adopted unani-
mously.

An informal ballot was then ordered

for congressman, resulting, Shamp 31,
N
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Ferguson 8, Mayberry 25, Ablott 16,
Allen 12.

Ferguson, Mayberry and Allen with-
drew their names as candidates, and
the first formal ballot resulted in
Shamp’s nomination, the ballot result-
ing, Shamp 60, Ingersoll 22, Bryan 12,
Richardson was instructed for Bryan
and so cast her twelve votes for him.
On motion of Abbott of Richardson the
nomination of Shamp was made unani-
mous, and he was called for. Mr.
Shamp appeared before the convention
and expressed his thanks for the Lonor
conferred, in an appropriate speech.

Prof. D N. Johnson was made chair-
man, and D. Young secretary of the
congressional committee. The follow-
ing coneressional committee was then
seleeted: Cass, B. F. Allen: Otoe, H.
. Farnsworth: Lancaster, Henry E.
Dawes: Richardson, S. G. Mower,
Nemaha, Chas. Mangan: Pawnee, Jas.
Meck, Johnson, W. G, Swan.

The convention was then addressed
by Geo. Abbott and Chas. N. Mayberry,
who made exerllent speeches, and
were enthusiastically applanded. The
convention then adjourned,

SHRADER OPENS HIS CAMPAIGN.

He Crosses Swords With a North
Platte Lawyer and Annihi-
lates Him.

GAaNDY, Logan County, Neb., Aug.
16, 1802.—On Saturday night, August
13, Hon. C. D Shrader, our candidate
for licutenant governor, met in joint
dehate Hon. J. S. Hoagland, a promi-
nent attorney of Norih Platte.

He fairly surprised ]li:-_‘-l
friends with his final onslaught on 11m]
shylocks and tarifl barons, and their |
pigmy champion. ‘They cheered :md|
stamped till the house shook, At the
end of an hour there wasn’t a respecta-
ble grease spot left of  Hoaglund or his
party. )
