OUR CANDIDATES.

We present brief biographies of threa
of the independent nominees for state
ofllces. Biographies of the others will
appear as soon as we can secure the
necessary data for preparing them.

J. M. EASTERLING,

Of Kearney, the people’s nominee for
sccrotary of state, was born in Morgan
county, Ky., in 1860, His youth was
spent on a farm, While yeta boy he
lost both his parents snd was thrown
on his own resources. By the time he
was fifteen years old he had secured a
good education and began teaching
achool, which he followed till he was
twenty-two.

In 1882 through the influcnee of an
unclo he secured a place in the interior
department at Washington, whither he
went filled with high hopes and bright
dreams of the future.

Life as a clerk in the interior depart-
ment was unnsually irksome, and as a
recreation he joined a night school in

¢onnection with the Columbian uni-
versity, graduating from the institu-
tion in June, '84, with the degree of
bachelor of laws. From 1886 to 1888 in-
clusive, he was iden'ified with Martyn
College of Oratory, under Professors
Shaftsbury, Edgerly aird Henry Hud-
sm, On griduating the Washington
Post devoted a ha'f a column to a
criticism of his thesis, delivered before
an audience of 5,000 people, many of
the dramatic cri ics of New York being
present.  During this time, from his ad:
vent lo Washington to the completion
of his education in 1888, he had not only
been paying for his schooling out of his
own pocket, but had been footing the
bills of two younger sisters, also in
school, had been burning midnight oil
over his books, bosides holding down a
difficult clerkship in the interior de-
partment.

11888 he came to Kearney, hung
ouat his shingle, and has sines devoted
his timo to the practice of law.

Heis one of the principal members
of the company that publishes the
Standard.

He was a member of a Weaver club
when the gallant General led the
greenback hosts in 1880, and has been
an independent in principle ever
since,

If elected, Mr. Easterling will do his
part as a mowmbor of the board of trans-
portation to relieve the people from
railroad tyranny aad extortion.

PROF, H, H. HIATT,

The people’s candidate for state
school superintendent is one of the
finest and best qualifiel man ever nom-
inated for that ofice. He was born of
Quaker parentage in Highland county,
Ohio, in 1818, and is now in the very
prime of life. He was brought up on
a farm and got his start educationally
in the country schools. In 1857 his
parents moved to fTowa. Young Hiatt
had a burning anfbition to get a good
education, but bis parents were unable
to assist him. Like many another self-
made man, he worked his way through
the Iowa University by teadhine and
doing whatever else he could find to do.
He graduated with the degree of Mas-
ter of Arts. He also made especial
preparation for work as an educator by
completing a course in the Jowa State
Normal receiving the degree of Bache
lor of Didacties.

After b2ing suceessfully employed in
public school work ia that state for
several years, Professor Hiatt was
called to take charge of a school for
preparing students for the state uni-
qersity. The oceasion for starting this
schoo. was that the state legislatore
cut off from the regular university
course the two pre][mmwry or ‘‘sub-
fresh” years. Mr. Hiatt took chargo
of th's work and built up the largest
school in the state. So well did he do
his work that his students were re-
ceived into the state universi'y with-
out examination.

Prof ssor Hiatt took the position of
superintendent of the Broken Bow
shools in 1886, which position he held
till last fall when he was nominated
and elected county suporintendent.  In
both positions, he was eminently suc-
cessful, The schools have been graled
up and improved in every respect ug-

der his management, He is an earnest
beleiver in the principles of the peo-
ple's party and an « flective worker for
the success of thesc principles.

HON. W. A. POYNTER,

The people’s candidate for congress
in the Third district, was born i=
[linois in 1848, ard was brought up on
# farm, He reccilved a eollegiate
education, graluating at BEureka Col-
lege at the aze of 19.  In 1879 he came
"0 Nebraska and settled on the farm in
Boone county where he now res‘des

Mr. Poynter has been actively identi-
ied with all the farmer movements.
He was president of the first Alliance
in his county. He was elected as an in-
dependent to represent his county in
the legislature in 1884, Two years ago
he was elected to the state senate with
4 majority of 2,000 He was chosen
president of the senate. He made a
record &3 senator which he and his con-
stituents are proud of.

At the independeat coanvention at
Norfolk he was nominated by acclama-
tion which shows how great is his pop-
ularity.

Mr. Poynter is a married man having
afamily of one son and one diughter.
He is an active and influential membor
of the Christian church.

He is a foreible speaker, a good
reasoner, and will make a vigorous
campaign. IHe is by all odds the ablest
and best qualified candidate in his dis-
trict and the anti-monopoly forcss of
the district should consolidate upon
him and insurc his election by a large
majority.

HON, JEROME SHAMP.

The people’s nominee for congress in
the First district, was born in Doliance
county, Ohio, in 1847. He was brought
up on a farm. His mother died when
he was six and his father when he was
cight years old, and thus young Shamp
was thrown among strangers. He sue-
coeded in getting a fair common school
education,

In 1862 when only fourteen years o'd,
be enlisted in company H, i2th Indiana
cavalry in which he did active service
till the battle of Nashville in December
1864. The day after that battle in a
skirmish he was thrown from his ho se
and had his knee broken. While suf-
fering from the effects of this accident,
he was taken with the small pox.
When he had nearly recovered from
this, hc had an attack of dropsy, and
was sent home.  In July, 1865, he was

honorably  discharged from  the
service at  Indianapolis. In June
I866, Mr. Shamp came to Ne-

braska, and took a homestead nine
miles south of Lincoln where he en-
gaged in farming for ten years. In
IS8Tl he was married to 4 daughter of
Richard Wallingford, one of the oldest
settlers in Nebraska, [n 1878 Mr.
Shamp moved to Lincoln and opened
an implement stove in partnership with
his brother-in-law, and he has been
engazed in th's business ever since.
Politically Mr. Shamp was a republi-
can until he joined the independents
aboul two years ago. He was elected
a member of the legislature in 1886 and
was one of the most influential mem-
bers fr'm Lancaster county, being at
the head of scveral important com-
mittees, and being frequently called to
preside over the house in the ahsence
of the speaker. He made an excellent
reord as a friend of the people.

He had the honor of voting for Peter
Cooper in 1875. Heisa G. A, I3 man,
Lbeing a member of Farragut post of
Lincoln,
Knights of Labor.

The accident he met with
army made Mr. Shamp a eripple, and
for vhe last twenty years he has been
obliged to wailk with a cruteh.

Mr. Shamp is an enthusiastic worker
in the reform movement, a forcible
speaker, and will make a hard fight for
succesi,

Mvr. Shamp is an influential member
of the methodist church, and is one of
Lincoln's most respected and progras-
sive citizens. 1If elected he will stand
squarely for the interests of the peo-
ple and will be an honor to his district.
