Among the things the present state
officers have failed to explain are the
following:

seventh—Why they settled with the
defaulting treasurer of Valley county
for 81,247 less than the judgment called
for a plain violation of the constitution
and laws of the state?

tighth—Why the state has been
robbed of $70,000 by the non-invest-
ment of the permanent school fund as
required by law,

Ninth—Why Joe Burns and Dan
Lauver were permitted to steal 120
acres of school land near the asylum.

Tenth—Why the republican state
committee was allowed to furnish its
headquarters with state furniture.

Fleventh—Why no investigation has
been made of THE ALLIANCE-INDEPEN-
DENT'S charges concerning the disap-
pearance of state property.

These are exceedingly  serious
charges, All of them have heen made
by ThHg ALLIANCE-INDEPENDENT, and
most of them by the Omaha World-
Herald, and they have been given gen-
eral currency throughout the state,
Most of these charges have been sup-
ported by indisputable proof.
