The custom. which
was frequent in England was also
practiced in Amepica more than two
centuries ago. Rev. Dr. Samuel
Whiting & minister of Lynn Mass,
was provided with a sluggard wnker
one Allen Brydges who brushed the
faces of those inclined to sleep with
a fox's tail fastened to a long stafl,
“likewise a sharpe thorne.. where-
with he may prick such as be most
sounde.” A certaiu Mr, Tompkins,
being thus admonished sprang up
with a great deal of fores and to the
wonder of all. did so says the record
of the day, *'prophaialie’ exclaim in
a loud voice: +Bussthe woodchuek. "
he dreaming. as it seemed that a
woodchuck had seized and bit his
hand. +And [ think™ continues the
chronicler, *he will not soon againe
go to sleep in meeting. Tho women
may sometimos sleep and none know
it by reason of their enormous bon-
