tion of the principle at the present
time. And moreover it is impossible
for your committee to scoure within
the few heurs of time allotted to it the
necessary infermation for intelligent
suggestions.

As we view it, the present great ob-
g'ruction in the way of sucecssful co-
operation by the farmers of Nebraska,

Amendments to the stale constitu-
tions would necessarlly preceed such a
plan, and such amendments could never
be car-ied, not that the people do not
want'a road, but beeause of local jeal-
ousies that would arise over its loca-
tion. For instance: Suppose such &
line would be located through Grand
Is) fod, Hastings, ete. Then Columbus,
Kijrney, Broken Bow, Holdrage, etc.,
wifild likely oppose it. If through
L/acoln, Omaha would want it, and so
on over the state,

If congress were to enact a
law to build the road everybody in
Nebraska would favor it. And thus it
would be removed beyond local jeal-
ousies of the towns and cities.

As a means of keeping it out of poli-
ties, I would suggest that the general
managbmeant be placed in the hands of
a board of three, one of whom shall be
selected from each of the three domi-
nant political parties, By this means
you entirely divorze it from interfer-
ance with elections, and secure promo-
tions because of merit, and thus pro-
duce the best pussible service to the
