The House Iuvestigating Committes
Tells What it Has Discovered.

REWIOK'S OHARGES BSUSTAINED

Vouchers Raised. Others Forged.
Steals en Coal, Cattle and
Flour.

Money Should be Recovered.

Oa Friday sfternoon, just following

the report of the penitentiary com-
mittee, Mr. Casper reported on the in-
vestigation of the Lincoln Insane asy-
lum. There was nothiog new In the
report. It simply confirmed and sus-
tained the charges made durisg the
past campaign. It showed that the
whole management has been utterly
rotten,
The committee collecited & large
quancty of evidence, but requested
that it be not made public but kept for
use in prosecuting the boodlers. The
fol owing is the report:

To Tax HONORABLE House OF REP-
RESENTATIVES OF THE STATE OF NE-
BRABKA: Your commitiee :ﬁgolutod
w investigate the affairs of state
tressurer, secre of state, suditor of
public sccounts the inssne asylum,
would respectful.y report as follows:

months,

THE STEALS ON FLOUR.

Beconc—Your commitire finde that
from August 1, 1888, to March 31, 18028
Wiillam Sewell & Co. were allowed on
thelr vouchers for 853,700 pounds of
flour, alleged to have been sold and de-
{lvomdhlo tha ;aldf Lincoln insane asy-
um; whe n fact, as a 0
our committes, said William Sewell &
o, delivered the said institution not
to exceed 262,900 pounds of flour. There
is an over charge amounting to 91,000
pounds, or 35 per cent of the amount
sctually delivered. Your committee
has attached hersto as exhibit A" a
stitement by quarters of the amouits
of flour delivered and also the aminnt
ﬂstd for from the fund of said institu-
on.

CATTLE BTEALS

Third—We have examined fifty-
seven vouchers of claims paid by the
state fur cattle and grain alleged to
have been sold and furnished to said
institution and have examined witness-
e8 upun their oaths as to the sums of
money setually recelved by the persons
alleged to huve furnished said cattle
anc grain with the following resulu:
Three of suid vouchers and claims, 80
far as it appears to your committee,
were just and correct.

Thirty-four of said voucheérs were
raised aud from 100 to 300 per cent
more money was pald by the siate than
wai received by the persons selling the
cattle or grain.

Twenty of sald vouchers, as appears
to your committee, were outright
forgeries on which the state paid 81,-
688 92,

On the fifty-four forged and raised
vouchers the state paid #5603.40. Of
this amount the persops furnishing
ca tle or grain received $2,1563.45, leav-
ing the amount of overcharge paid by
the state $3,454 95. This is an average
overcharge of 160 per cent on the
amount due.

Your committee would further state
that other claims for cattle alleged to
have been turnished to said a-ylum
were paid by the state within the
twenty-seven months covered by this
report, the correctness of which it has
not investigated. But it has no reason
to belleve that the same proportion of
forgeries and overchargesfound among
the vouchers examined would nov also
be charged among these other vouch-
ers, were time and opportunity given
for a proper and more extended inves-
tigation. We have attached hereto
“Exhibit B,” a detalled statement of
the amrunt due and the amount paid
on the fifty-four vouchers covered by
this report.

. STEALS ON COAL.

Fourth—Your committee finds that
from April 1, 1800, to March 31, 1892,
the Whitebreast Coal and Lime com-
pany delivered to the Lincoln insane
asylum coal, under coniract of the
vn{ue of not to exceed $8,004.71. That
during the same period said Whit-
breast Coal and Lime company were
allowed on their voughers for coal §18,-
301 70. This is an overcharge of 810,-
206,69,

During the same period Betts, Wea-
ver & Co furni:hed to said inetitution,
under contract, coal to the value not to
exceed 84.468.98, They were allowed
on their vouchers $10,282.60 This is
an overcharge of 85823 52. There wse
paid to these two contractors for coal
durln{!the period mentioned $28.504 20
This an overcharge of 816,120.51.
This Is an average oyercharge of 129
per cent on the coal delivered.

Your committee has attached hereto
a8 “Exhibit C” a statement by quarters
of the coal delivered to and the ocoal
paid for by said institation.

Fifth—Your committee has not been
able te make a detailed inveatigation
of the claims paid from the fund for
