NOW LET THE FUN BEQGIN,

SLAVERY AND GOLD.

Gold is going the same rosd that
slavery traveled. The haughty inso-
lence and arogant assumptions ,of the

the institution of slavery.

The eyes of the people are opening,
and the more they study the money
problem the more they realize not only
the inutility of gold as a money, ora
basis for money, but its baneful
effects and injurious influences upon
soniety, commeree and industry.

It
poses as honest money, and yet mno
money is so unreliable and dishonest
ss gold. It is always cowardly and
can never be trusted in the hour of
emergency. It never fought a battle
or saved a nation, because when
needed most it skulks and hides. .

Gold will be demonetized in this
country within the next decade.

Baut Are Grossly Ignorant of Monstasry
Sclence-—Wrong Comceptions of &he
Basic Principles of Momey and It
Functions.

The great majority of people la this
country and in sll countries, now, and
for hundreds of years past, have entas
tained the idea that the so-called finam-
clers were the only class of people whe
thoroughly understood the sclence of
money; that they alone were omly
| competent to teach monetary science,
to legislate and regulste aystems for
the use of money; that finsuce was an
abstruse question with which the com-
mon people were not to meddle, be
cause of thelr lnability 1o comprehend
it, but must be left to the control of
the financlers.

No greater error was ever snler
tained by any people. This is am-
phasized in tbe fact that economie ills
spring from erroneous teachings along
this line than any other element in
our government.

The truth is, the men who make
money, a8 & cless, know less of
monetary scisnce than any other
people. The cupscity to make money
does not involve the scicnee of money,
any more than the eapacity to run »
machine requires the ability to make
it, nor should the matter of legislation
upon this question be the prerogative
of finandlers. \
Money-getting or thé finesss of
money-making have no more to de
with monetary sclonce than the man
who buys & ship and runs it had in ite
construetion.

Finsnclal legislation should be the
work of statesmanship of men whe
comprebended the basio principles of
money, and a proper application of the
same to the requirements of the pedple
in commerceand trade '

The periodic financial troubles the
world has encountered for ages past
are attributable to the fact that
sclence of momey has been left o
wholly to the class known as
ciers, bankers and money-malkers,
their poliey has ever been to
the question of finance and make

efis

:

alone are competent to deal with, and
as a result flnancial legislation for
thousands of years, has ever been ia
the interest of the financlers,
snd always of & discriminet
ing charaoter sgainst the producing
classes or common people, and hence
always wrong.

Too many people make the mistake
of confounding the finesse of money-
making or getiing with monetary
solence, when there are no relstions
between the exoaph
use of the money as an
strument, & tool, or & machine. Am
individual msy sccumnulste millions of

principles, while on the other hand an
individual may fully comprehead the
science of money and ita application te
economie principles, and yet be grestly
deficient in the art of money-getting,
if such can be called an art.

Money in its uses is a sclence—not
80 deep and abstruse as to be beyond
the comprehension of ordimary minds,
but & science nevertheless—aimple and
easily understood if studied

Our monetary sysiem as applied to
day is » thing of chance and not of sp-
plied science. In recognising gold and
silver, or any particular material, ss &
basis of monmey, is to bass our whole
monetary system upon the mere chanos
of the disecvery of these metals in the
mountains, or the capabilities of pros
4 a certsin material, snd it re-
quires but little investigation to detes
mine the fallacy of such a system.

The single-standard advocates make
gold the basis of all money—basing
the very life blood of commeree and
trade upon s substance the supply of
which is universally conceded to be
inadequate to our demands, and yeh
wholly dependent upon chance ia it
production.

The inanciers loalss, Loo, that money
must have an Intringic value, sad yet
money, ss mosey, has no intrinsle
value. The moment that the material
of which money ls made is possessed
of intrinaic worth it ceases to be money
and is merely » commodity.

Law makes money and not a dollar
of money cam be made iu any ofher
way. Henes the absurdily eof la-
trinsic value in money. As well de
mand intrinsic value in the yard-stiek
as in the dollsr.
