CUSTER.

Hated by the OMeers, But Idolized by
the Men in the Rauks

“Poor Custer," said one of his men
to a Sloux City Journal man, I 1ol-
lowed hin. through a great part of
the war of the rebellion as a privats
soldier. 1 followed him afterward
in various capacities during his war-
fare on the frontier. And no soldier
of Custers ever did more than follow
him. He was a leader of his men—
not a driver—a cavalier general who
asked noman to go where he dare
not tako the lead, and aa.the danger
was greater Custer was sure to be
just g0 much further in front of his
column.

“Tacticlans had censured him for
that, and perhaps he would have
been with us to-day had he aban-
doned it. But he was & dsshing sol-
dier, and would rather charge upon
sn enemy outnumbering him twenty
to one than seek vantage ground or
lay selge. He believed it to be his
business to fight, and he let but few
opportunities go by, provided he
thought the enemy worth his mettla

+‘Custer had the most unbounded
faith in the rank and file of his regl-
ment, but he never reposod the least
confidence in his subordinate officers.
He gave his personal attention to the
nlnut&n detalls of his m“
saw that every trooper had his fu
allowance of rations and clothing,
and saw, too, that the men attended
just as carefully to the physioal
wants of their horses. He would
never take the word of or
lieutenant on such matters. For that
reason the subordinate commissioned
officer hated him as heartlly ss the
men loved him. He lnsisted always
on being absolutely in his command

“But how the boys loved that man!
Thelr devotion was fittlagly demon-
strated In an incident in the general's

ted [last batile, on the Little Big Horn.

The 200 troopers knew they w' e
hopelessly outnumbered by an enemy
better armed than themselves. Eight
cavalrymen broke through the Indisn
lines and gained & neighboring bluff.
They were practically out of danger,
for the fine horses which the Seventh
was then equipped with could laugh
at the best Indian ponles. But they
halted on the bluff and, looking back,
saw their leader hemmed in on all
sides by the savage enemy.

“One of them sald: ‘Boys, we can't
do this,’ and, alighting, he placed
his earbine against his horse's head
and shot him dead. Then he guiet!
reloeased his revolvers from the nd’-
dle and, thrusting them into his belt,
started down the slope. The re-
maining seven followed suit, and the

little band was annihilated In sn bo

sttempt to gain their leader’s slde on
foot. All but one were killed, snd
he, belng a half-breed, the second
son of Theophlle Brugler, of this
county, by his first wife, the daughter
of War Eagle, escaped slaughter, the
infuriated Sloux paying no attention
to any but pale faces. Brugier and
I were friends, and he told me the
incident the second day after the
fight.”

The Elecirieal Stable Alarm.

A recent electrical invention of in-
terest to horsemen is the electrical
stable alarm.

The oilrenit closer s
operated by a light, flexible cord
stretched across the rear of the
stalls.

The First Alr Pump,
