With this objeet in view, Chairmsn
Bund of the commities on colusge,
weights and measures is preparing a
bill, which he, as the leader of the
free coluage men, will iotroduce at
the apening of the session It is far-
ther declared by him to be his inten-
tion to afford no lpophole of eseape
for those Demoeratic congressmen
who have talked for free coluage Lo
their constituents at home, but voted
agaiust it ou plunsible pretexts, shen
the mutter eame uo for consideration
in the honse.  He holds that there is
w clear najority for free coinage In
the house, if the privaie declarations
of 1he members to him during the ex-
tra session are Lo be relied apon, “and |
he urposes now to bring tlllmw gen- |
tlemen to the erucial test

This announce-
ment, which “is borne ont by the list of
scandalons appointments already mads,
is entirely in keeping with Josiah Quin-
cy's abject confeasion at the Massachu-
setts Reform club dinner that the ad-
ministration had found it impracticable
to carry out the reform theory and de-
cided to give it up. |

It certainly begins to look as if Me
Cleveland's second election to the presi-
dency were going to prove disastrous to
his personal repatation, butso far as the
country is concerned, it is no doubt on
the whole a good thing that the Demo-
cratic administration has drgpped the
mantle of hypocrisy on this snbject of
civil service reform. While the Repub-
licans are not likely to be quite so frank
about it, the record of Harrison’s admin-
istration onght to be as conclusive as a
confession that Republican platform
professions mean no more than thoss of |
the Democrats,

Both the old parties have now become
atterly discredited with the people on
this issue, and their platformn writers
might as well save themselves the trouble
of composing any more lies on the snb-
ject.
