Reform of Legislative Prooedure.

The joint committes named by the
lust Nebraska leglslature to devise 1
method for meeting the crying de-
niand for reform in legislative pro-
cedure has been in conference, and
has outlined provigionally fts prob-
able recommendations, It proposes
two classes of expedients to Increasa
legislative efficlency, first, a rear-
rangement of the organization of our
Jaw-muking bodies, and mecond, o
more up-to-date system in keeping
the journals and engrossing and en-
rolling the bills.
