"That tatmnt that the county
do not put businessmen on

the Jury lists sro Incorrect." said Henry
S. MoDonsld. chairman of the county
boar1, "Is shown by a partial list which
I havo bad prepsred of jurors, who have
been excused from service during-- Mia.

"This list contains about 400 names of
tho most reaponslble men In Douglas
county. It Is only trtiat list, because
It contains only the names ot men who
are still named In the city directory at
the snmo Addresses whero they were
found by Jury summons, smt many farm-
ers, who were e.xcusod, are omitted. It
Is completo enough, however, to show
what Is Kotnc on-t- hat tho men whom
wo are most anxious to secure for Jury
service are refusing to servo."

It la said that on account of the many !

luro erdlcts, which were returned in
rases In district court In 101S, many de
fendants who aro known to be wealthy
aro settling suits before they coma tu
trial. Publla service corporations nre
said to bo especially affected by this
tendency.

Iwiwyers aro divided In their opin
ions as to who are destrablo Jurors,
Attorneys who prooecuto damage suits
prefer Jurors who aro likely to clvo
large verdicts, while those who defend
are partial to men ot means on tho
Stound that the latter are less Inclined
to bo Influenced by tholr sympathies In
determining monetary damages.
