Some Faots on Alaska,

Iu his annual report the secretary
of the interior devotes a very Inter-
esting chapter to Alaska, part of
which has already been made publio,
together with some pungent com-
ments on what should be done to-
ward doveloping that country. Ha
shows, for Instance, that though wn
have owned Alaska for nearly fifty
years, {ta population, owing to our
faliure of development, is less than
40,000, a growth of about 1,000 a
year, To be sure, the peninsular
wa= purchased from Russla orig-
inally as a protection against foreign
nggression, and we were not familiar
with {ts resources for a long time,

Hut Inaction can no longer be ex-
cused on this ground. We know
that, despite our ipattention, the
country hap ylelded In these forty-
glx years an aggregate wealth from
its mines, fisheriem and furs of §600,-
000,000, and that this enormous sum
would have been muitiplied wevera:
times had the federal government
exercised a systematic hand in the
development. We know, also, what
exports have told us of the Inex-
haustible coal supplies, and that
they are needed, not only for the
promotion of industry in Alaska, but
to relieve an economic stress In the
United States. It is shown that in-
dividual fortunés have been made
out of Alsska, even under such un-
favorable governmental influenoces,
squal to the amount we pald for the
werritory. Who would sttempt lo
estimate the fortunes that might be
made from its maiden soll, as fortile
for agriculture and horticulture and
as profific of minersl wealth as any
upon the continent? '

It is to be hoped Becretary Lane
may succeed in bringing about some
petusl progress toward the proposed
commission form of government
which, as President Taft urged, he
has aguin proposed o congress
through the president.
