A Warning from Home.

Losser legal lights than Chief Jus-
tice Walter Clark of the North Caro-
lina supreame court will rant and rall
at his warning of what he calls the
“Judicial oligarchy,” just as if & lay-
man uttered the advice. Many big
men, though, on snd off the bench,
are sharing his view that it ig time
for the judges and their brethren at
the bar to slow up in their control of
the government, He pointg out how
for more than a century they have
made and administered the laws with
a “Judicial oligarchy" as the net
result,

Already we have the expedient of
& recall of judges at our command,
It came, not from a spasmodic rad-
jealism grown up over night, but a
slow-gathering, deep-rooted distrust
of the way the law was made and
administered—""for the benelll of tho
few,' says Chier Justice Clark.

The integrity of the courts rests
with the courts. When such eml-
nent members of the legal profession
as Willlam Howard Taft, Ellhu Root,
Chief Justlea Walter Clark and oth-
ars of thelr type are moved by con-
vietion to sound such solemn warn-
ings It 1s time for judges and lawyers
alike 1o take heed. The law may not
be regarded as an exsot sclence, but
this much is absolute—there is a deo-
termined demand for greater exacti-
tude In ita administration,
