NEW YORK, Feb. 4-—Lucius N, Lit-
taver, a former congressman, and his
brother, William, wers fined $1,000 each
and seplenced to six months In Jall to-
day for smuggling, The court, however.
runpended sentance as (o the Jall penally
The brothers wers arralgnea in the fed-
eral dimrict court before Judge Thomnaas,
having pleaded gulity yesterday to two
Indictmeanrts, charging smuggllng and con-
spiracy to defravd, They had admitted
bringing Into thia country without paying
duty, valuable Jewels purchased in Venice
and Intended for gifts for Wiham 1it-
tacur's wife, United Statea District At
torney Marshall at the time of the plea
urged that the full penalty of the Iaw
be imposed, and polnted out that the
Littasurs, as glove manufacturers, had
benefitted by ths protective tariff.

In suspanding the jafl sentence, Judge
Thomas warned the offenders that thla
would not be his policy in the future. He
expinined, however, that he had not found
it the custom in this district to Infliet

ASKS DRASTIC DIVORCE LAW

Senator Ransdell Speaks for Pro-
posed Constitutional ‘Amendment.

PROVIDES UNIFORM STATUTES

with Right 1to

Wonld Be Prohlibited
Places Under Nation's

Jurisdictlon,

Myoree Remarry

WARHINGTON, Feb, &—=Divorce with
the right to remarry would be prohibited
forever in the United States and in all
places under the mnation's jurisdiction
by an amendment to tha federal constl-
tution proposed In the senate today hy
HSenator Ransdell of Loulslans. Foaot-
ment of uniform marriage laws for all
states and territories, with provision for
separation without permission to remarry,
would be directed by the amendment.

With the statem of the uynlon granting
more than twice as many divorcas ns
all the rest of chrislendom combined,
Senator Ransdell told his colleaguss that
the time had come for the natlon Itself
to put down this menace to “the chief
bulwark of soclety, the homs, the maker
of good citizens and the model on which
every wise government Is founded.'

Admits Remedy isn Drastle.
“The remedy by constitutional prohibl-
tion in drastic,” sald the senntor, '‘but
the malady Is »o fatal that nothing short
of It will prove efficacions.  In the United
States divorce is spreading. with alarm-
Ink rapidity. It has permeated every
walk of life, and 15 prevalent among every
oliss of people. The total number of 4i-
Vorces granted In 1867 was 8,887, or T
per 100,000 populntion. Forty yeara lster,
In 1008, ther were 78082 divorces, or M
per 100,000, thus In actual numbers there
were seven timea ns many divorces
granted in %4, as In 1567, or allowing
for the increased population, divorce had
Inoreased 319 per cent.

“If divorces multiply at the same rate
in the future as in the past—and there is
evary Indication that they will increwss
fuster—then before the middls of th's
oentury wa will have annually in the
United States 75 divorces per M. pap=

ulation, or one divorce for every five
marringes.
"While many excdlent people are

divorced and some of them make new
homes, the inevitable trend of divorce is
to break up many mors hémes than It
bullds up and to materially reduce the
number of children. When marriage |s
dissolved, the trus home ceases to exist;
the parents and the children are separ-
ated, and the sweet ties that bind father
and mother to their offspring and to each
other, are broken forever.
