Who is Running the School?

Hepresenting ¢ president, Ser.-l
réetary Bryan weht before congress
the other day with a request that
lulglullun on the Japanemse quesion
be withheld until diplomacy had
spent Itself in an effort to effect
satisfactory relations with our hon-
arable friend In the orlent.

Granting the force of mueh that he
Bays An favor of rigld exclusion of
undesirablés, Is it meet that a mere
hewer of wood and drawer of water
shall assume to ride rough-shod
over the will and wish of the presi-
dent and premfer of the cabinet
thus? Who la Caminettl that he
chants his siren song to' congress
after it has recelved Its orders? His
obtrugion reminds us of the old Sol
8mith Russell song, “Is' It Me or
Flannigan, the Boarder?"

It beglus to appear as i President
Wilson might haye to make another
demonstration of his ferruled au-
thority merely to remind the boldest
of the bud boys that he ia still run-
ning the school.

Constitntion Makers.

Hannia Taylor concelved & very
interesting thing when he decided
to petition congress for the memori-
alizing of Pelatiah Webster as the
real father of our existing constitu-
tion. He chose as the time for the
proesentation the 131st annlversary
of the publication at Philadelphia
of Webster's "epoch-making tract
of February 16, 1783, containing
the flrst draft of the existlng constl-
tution of the Unlted States. Mr.
Taylor has embodled his "petition"
in twenty-four pages of booklet
form, supporting his claim for Web-
ster with an array of exceedingly
interesting arguments, In the course
of which he says:

Prior tb Webster's publication there is
no trace of any other plan or project of
n new constitution that can be placed
in contrast or rivalry with his “wholly
novel theory.” The great architect thus
stands nlone und isolated from all rivals
in the “solitude of his own originality,”

Alexander Hamlilton's biograpb-
era, one of whom is Penator Henry
Cabot Lodge of Massachuetts, will
find much of vital interest to them
in Mr, Tuylor's presentation of Pela- |
tlah Webster as, not ouly the author |
of this “wholly novel idea,” but also
of the detailed plan of & federal
goverument divided into three de-
partments —leglalation, sxecutive
apd judiclal, Hamliton's own draft
never became our coastitution, and
his part In the making of the or-
gunie law was played chiefly In the
convention of 1787, which rejected
his plan, Hamilton, then, ss Sena-
tor Lodge reminds his resders,
“gave his loyal adherenice to the
new coustitution and the new &ys-
tem,"” belng a statesman instead of
a demagogus. Senator Lodge even
Eoea #o far as (o say (hat Hamilton
had no expeciation of the adoption
of his own plas of government,
which would have founded an aris
joaratic instead of democratic re-

As the plan of voting bonds for
the purchase of the Auditorium ia
better understood sentiment seems
to be focusing more for the proposi-
tion, The bonds, to be voted on
March 10, call for 250,000, of
which $225,000 is to buy the prop-
erty, and the remalnder to make
neaded improvements. The price s
generally regarded as reasonable,
In fact, when tha wvalue of the
ground, together with the cost of
bullding, Is considered, the price
seeme advantageous to the people.
But in apy event it is gratifying to
find s0 much public Interest mani-
fested in the proposition. It would
be well It voters considered all sub-
jecis wilth like care before passing
on them,

One thing may be taken as final,
the peopléd of Omaha need and de-
sire an auditorium. With the ma-
terinl. mud ethical interests of the
city Ilun mind, they certainly woqu
not think of doing without one.
They do not wish to close the doors
to great conventions, bringing thou-
sands from sll states to the city; to
groat festivals, expositions, person-
ages, statesmen and artiste, That
would be on#é of the worst things
that could befall Omaha. Having
definitely decided, then, that we
must have an auditorium, the next
thing 1s 1o determine whether we

located, lacking only a few touches
to round out {ts completion In the
symmetry .of architectural beauty,
at a price generally accepted as falr.
The alternative would be to huy
groimd snd erect another building.

Or does he snatch a few
lines or pages, or perhaps a chapter
or two here and there at such odd
moments as he f{inds?

Does the average man drive him-
self 80 hard—or get driven by some
one else—during the day as to find
when the evenlng comes thal sound
reading and sober reflection s not
nearly as welcome to him as sumui
light and airy occupstion? Does he|
not also find that a great diversity|
of demands on his time arowds out |
aystematic and sober reading? Cer-!
tain  so-called “predigested” foods
for the body are on the market,
Is it also true Lo a large extent of
the character of our literaturs?|
Whatever effort Is exerted to main-
taln the “reading hour” for sound
productions will-more than repay it-
self In the frulta of sober thinking|
and acting, for which there will al-|
ways be as much need as now.
