The strong and steady hand of the
Armour Grain company was the feature,as well as the factor, In the wheat and
corn markets yesterday. Upon close ob-
servance it was seen that tho Kims ot
tho big La Salle street concern nro
leveled at tho shorts In July wheat and
Mnv corn. Whether the gunners will
ue able to dislodge the larger profession-
als In those grains Is a question, hut
there are many who bellovo that the
Armour gunners will forco the shorts to
lower their colors.

And. while the July future Is DoInK held
f.nK ,n tMe wheat pit. there Is a ty

of tho May ruling weak. The
former will havo many friends, while
tho latter will Bhow a lack ot support
because of fact that tho big holder m.
the May futuro Is willing to get out
around tho present level. There Is a
big shortage in July wheat, and the short-age In May corn Is said to be quite
liberal.

Advances of Ho to Ho were made In
corn, and tho feeling was nulto strong,
with resting spots only a little below tho
best prices reached.

Tho Indian report on wheat as sent to
Liverpool by cable was bearish and thoreport of tho opening of navigation on
tho Danube, which It la expected will
bring freer Russian offerings, was also
bearish.

Steadiness In corn was a help to the
pats market. The cash trade In oats, as
in others, was small. Cash oats were
Ho to Mc higher.

There was some Investment buying In
May pork and lard, and shorts were
also In tho market. Packers were sup.
posed to be on both sides of meats anadlard. The Increasing weight of hogs and
the poor export showing wero bearish
features In lard. Corn unchanged to lohigher.

It was the gossip of wheat trade lastnight that May and July were to work
closer together In case news continues
tho same as yesterday, tho slow milling
and export demand for tho cash articlecausing scattered holders to get out ndtake the buying side of July, now that
the crop scare season seems to be at
hand. The best posted Interests In Lie
trade are Inclined to scout damage rjpons at this season, as there has ucon
ho growing weather and winter when
generally looks dull and dead after com
lng out from under tho snow. It was
tho general belief that values, however,
wero to hold close to tho present lovol,
as the market was a merchandising one
and considerable would depend upon the
tono of IJvcrpool cables. The heavy sell-
ing of May by King Farnum yesterday
was attributed by some as for tho Ar-
mour Grain company.

Cash wheat was unchanged.
Corn bulls were confident of their po-

sition last night and believed that prices
would work still higher, especially for
tho May. although they had no now the
ories to advance. A number thought they
saw evidence of a better eastern demand.
as weather In that section is such as to
cause Increased consumDtlon and stocks
are light. It has been the gossip for some
time past that tho east was holding off,
due to favorable weather, which allowed
them to buy lit a hand-to-mou- th manner,
as they could get the corn quickly from
Chicago In case th'ey needed It, and now
that traffic conditions have become less
favorable a. rush of buying was antici-
pated. At tho same time bears could boo
little on which to base claims ot higher
prices nnd believed corn won a sale on
every upturn, especially July and Sep-

tember. It was thtf impression In soma
quarters that the leading bulls had. sold
a fair quantity ot May under cover nt
674c.
