day. The buying, however, was not the
l(nd most desired by those who bellove
lfi the, various grnUis !oln better and It
may be. said that tno rammer and tongs
attack by the professionals was not of
the best character, either. Unless new
buying power In Investors develops In
the various grain pits, or unless some-
thing out of tho ordinary' happens to
drlvo tho shorts to cover, there Is little
likelihood of a bull market.

Tho best buying of May wheat yester-
day waB led by thres of the larger com-
mission houses, and, of course, this was
credited "to a big La Salle street concern,
as It Is a favorite future of that bouse.
A Now York message received late yes-
terday said that tho wheat must have a
sharp set-bac- k beforo any export busi-
ness Is possible. .Sales here yesterday to
ext orters amounted to 0,000 bushels. Tho
various seaboard markets were small
buyers of cash artlolo here, but the
amcunts on the whole were hardly worth
mentioning.

CHICAGO GRAIN AND PROVISIONS

Ken tu res nt the Trading- - and Closlntr
Prices on Board of Trade.

CHICAGO. March 5. Prosnect whlrh
appeared so excellent for the winter crop
that millions of bushels' Iobs from thepresent Indications would still leave a
record yield made the wheat market fall
unaer uearisn control.' The market fin
ished at a decllno of 33Hc net. Corn
showed a loss ot UftHc to 41c. and oats
of WQHc to ?ic. Provisions wound up
with a gain of 248c td 10c.

Kansas gave tho keynote to speculators
in wneai. tavices irom tnat state de-
clared the growth conditions to be such
that even 25,000.000 bushels shortage there
from any unforeseen developments could
not deprive tha commonwealth of a crop
totaling 12S.000.000 bushels. Roporta ot
this kind together with a perfect weather
map and the fact that cash and export
sales wero disappointing proved much
more than an offset for a moderate degree of strength which had been evolved
largely because of a comparative scarcity
of offerings.

Disclosures of small purchases of
wheat for European account at Omaha,
Kansas City and' St 'Louis to be shipped
by way of the gulf had virtually no

on prices here. The reason waa that
export houses In Chicago and along the
Atlantic seaboard had been confronted
bv a loworlnir nf fnrftlirn btdn.

Although com at first showed consid
erable aisposiuon toward an advance the
market later suffered from a decided
break. Receipts Were larger and the
stock In Chicago waa pointed out to bo
In excess of any previous total at this
time of the year. Firmness early was
based on the Idea that country roads
would soon break Up and that feeding
was by no means at an end. Oats weak-
ened with corn, despite a fair cash de-
mand.

Shorts In provisions had to bid up
prices before packers- and other longs
would como to the rescue. The most
urgent call was for lard.

NEW YORK STOCK MARKET

Closing Quotations on Exchange
Show General Losses.

RAIL LOSSES ARE HEAVIEST

Severe Break In Chesapeake A Ohio
Cheeks Advance In the Karly

Tradlnir Copper Shares
Heavy.

NEW YORK. March K Plnalnr nnntj.
tlons today showed general losses, whlc't
wero the largest among the railroad
stocks. The market mado a small ad
vance In the earlv traillncr under tha
stimulus of active speculative buying. The
sieei siouks, yesterdays strong points,
were again the favorites.

A severe break in Chesapeake & Ohio
effectively checked tho movement. An-
nouncement after the close yesterday of
a 33,000,000 Issue of 5 per cent notes
caused tho stock to sell oft 2 points at
the opening today. Later It became
known that the terms of the Issue pro
vlded that 317,000,000 shdtild be set .aslris
out of the earnings during the next five
years for Improvements and betterments,
these expenditures to bo made beforo
dividends were paid. As Chesapeake &
Ohio's surplus for tho last fiscal year
after payment of dividends was only 3159,-00- 0.

It was thought that this new obliga-
tion Impaired the prospect ot continued
dividend payments and the stock sold off
abruptly. It fell to 5SV, a loss ot nearly
6 points and closed with only a fractional
recovery.

So much Importance has been attached
recently to matters affecting railroad
finances that the decllno In Chesapeake
& Ohio depressed the general ratlroal
list considerably.

Less favorable prespects for tho en-
listment of new capital, decreasing rail-
road earnings and the uncertain outlook
for the 6 per cent Increase In freight rates
all bear upon tho speculative position of
me railroad stocks, which nave been in-
creasingly sensitive recently. It la a fa-
vorite theme of traders that no sustained
hull market can be expected until the
railroads are definitely In a better pos --

tlon. Canadian Pacific! and Baltimore &
Ohio showed decided weakness at times
and Reading, Lehigh, Union Pacific and
other stocks also gave way materially.
New Haven developed marked strength
in the late dealings.

Copper shares were heavy on less fa-
vorable trade reports. Texas company
continued to advance, reaching a new
high record at 149.

Bonds wero Irregular. Some Issue
yielded sharply. Total sales, par valu,
S2.6S5.000. United States coupon. 4a ad-
vanced W on call.
