An compared
With a year ago. there has been a gain
of about 3.600 head In the throe days this
week. The market opened slow and dull,
buyers being Inclined to tnko their time
and await developments before filling
ordors, ro that the trade was lato In
getting started.

While there was a fair demand for beef
steers, the trade was alow and the mar-
ket entirely lacking In snap. It was In
feet a good deal of a drag from start to
finish. Tho best grades wero possibly
very close to steady with yesterday, bul
other kinds were lower, and It safe to
quote the general market on beef steers
an lftft16a lower than last week.

What has been said regarding beef
steers would apply equally well to cows
nnd heifers. They, too, warn slow nnd
anywhere, from steady or very nearly
steady to K315c lower than last week,

8tock cattle nnd feeders of strictly good
quality were In demand and tho best ot
them were not far from steady. On the
other hand, the less desirable kinds were
slow and weak and tha wholo market
around 10O15o lower than last week.

HOGS The packers received a llttlo set-
back this morning m they did their best
to force another decline of 25o and fallod.
As on yesterday nnd the day before, the
nig duik or tne oiienng was uougnt on
packing account, but as noted above the
packers did not nave everything so muoh
their own way as during tho first' two
days of the week. Opening sales were
anywhere from 162So lower, but as the
market progressed sellers proved too
many for the buyers and in consequence
prices showed some improvement, tho
majority of the holdings being let go
uround or fully 30c lower than
yesterday's general run of prices. Busi-
ness was a trifle slow in netting started,
but once buyers and sellers came to an
agreement as to proper values, tho move-
ment became active closing trade being
quite active at the decline Toduy's mar-
ket differs from that on Monday and
Tuesday, In that trade was much moro
even, resulting tn a more narrow rnngo
of prices. Two or three loads of the best
offerings sold as low as $8.65, fully S5c
beldT? tho top price yesterday.

Receipts were liberal, as In the neigh-
borhood of 106 cars or 7,200 head wero re-
ported In, as against 6,694 head last
Wednesday, 6,639 head two weeks ago and
6.924 head on the corresponding days a
year ago.

Liberal receipts at this and all other
market points liavn made It possible for
packers to continue their benv raids day
after day. Barring a slight reaction on
Thursday and Friday of last week, the
hog market has been lower every day
since a week ago Monday. During that
time prices have declined $1.10, which car-
ried the market to tho lowest point
touched since July, when the average
price dropped as low as $7.15. The low
month of the year was January, when
the average price dropped as low a $5.81.

SHEEP Although orferlngs ot reau
good lambs or ewes on the fat order
were rather meager again today the
supply was almost sufficient to satisfy
the present demand. Active buying and
stronger prices were the outstanding
features of the trada, the packers com.
menclng to fill their orders fairly early
and cleaning up practically everything
In the killing line in good season. While
there was a little improvement In value
on tho local market, other points re-
ported steady prices. at
the opening Included a sale of about 800
range lambs at $7.70 and two other loads
which were not quite so good at $6.65. A
load of fat ewes brought $3.60 and four
cars ot wethers went to the packers at
$4.28.

The receipts were comparatively light,
being considerably less than on Monday
or Tuesday. The supply was little more
than half of what arrived here a week
ago and was short of two weeks ago and
the same day a year ago. For the three
days the receipts foot up In round num-
bers 114,000 head as compared with 126,S0n
head for the same time last week. 7S,20o
hend two weeks ago and 89,000 head for
the same three days a year ago. Lambs
and ewes comprised the bulk of the of-
ferings, wethers and yearlings being
very scarce,
