Toxns ploduces one«third of the cotton
crop of the United Btates, Cotton 1Ir
ralsed In Texa# at less oowl per bale
than anywheres else in the worid.

In most states you hear of “cotton
patches,” but In Texas there are cotton
fielde—Tolds seemingly limited only by
the horison.

The discovery that cotton will grow on
the prairie 18 a new one. Texas, in the
vear of grace, 1918, is produchug 4,000,000
bales of cotton. This cotton including
the various products of cottonsced Is
worth $200,000000, And yet cotton la only
one of nine greaet products that Texas
produces

However, only haif of the people are
angaged in farming in Texas.

The two things that Texns really lacks
| are transportation anl iabor
| There mre no double track raliroads in
| Moxae. Melons, peached, yams, swoet po-
tutoe® have bean rotting M the flelds
for lnck of transportation.

The black dirt means fortility of soil,
but it also means impassable roads at
certain seasons. It comts blg money here
even to et the product from the farm
to the rallroad statlom, and Just now
there |8 a dearth of frelght cars.

Texan has puffered from over-legisiation.
The provincial mind fears blg business
Much of this fear is temperamental, and
has come down to us from the remote
pust, when power was polite pillage—and
not always especially polite.

Texas laws have made it difficult for
the rallroads to bulld and operate, The
rallroads have been overtaxed, over-
supervised, and subjected to many ha-
rassing and exasperating exactions,

The tide seems te have turned, how-
ever, and the people of Toxas now reslize
that the prosperity of the state turns on
being broud and generous rather than
emall and susplelous,

Texas is an empire in itself, but
resources will be practically unguessod
until the state joins hands with blg busi-
ness—fay as Canada does—and then, In-
doed, will the dessrt blossom like the
rofe, and the waste places be made greon
Texas could feed the world.
