fame. The seller has a cer-
tain advertising asset to go
on. A ecertain popular curi-
osity is immediately awak-
ened when the author's
name is mentioned,

There is a greal oppor-
tanity for some wide-awake
book-seller to demonstrate
the pewer of newspaper ad-
vertising and inerease the
volume of sales on a ‘‘hu.
man interest’ novel and in-
cidentally attract the atten-
tion of book lovers to other
books that may be for sale in
his store.

Tn answer to the second
objection, it should be borne
im mind that puoblishers’
book advertiging is confined
to the newspapers in the
large centers of population,
and it will also be observed
that the adyvertising written
by the publishers follows the
beaten track. It does not
awaken the intarest of

the average man or wom-
an. It= appeal is to people
of literary discrimination
and enltivated taste—to the
educated few instead of the
curions masses, It is stilted
and stereotyped. It lacks
the ‘“*human interest ' touch,
In the eity of ten to one hun-

dred thousand population
the book-seller must do his
own . advertising. Consid-

ering the cost, the possibil-
ities of book advertising are
really larger in smaller eit-
ies than in the larger centers
of population,
Now, let ns consider the
third ohjection, Of ecourse
| the number of book readers
L in any town is swialler than
the number who may be re-
earde] us possible purghas-
| ers of any other commodity,
| Every person wears shoes,
and every person eats groc-
! eries, but only a small per.
centage read books, Doesn’t
this fact open up a great op-
portunity to the enterpris-
ing  book-seller? Why
ghouldn't he help to educate
the people of his town to
read books? The standard
of popular intelligence in a
town may be gauged quile
often by the size and condi-
tion of the book stores, 1
know a ¢ity of nearly half a
million population whose

hook readers seem to be ade-
ouately supplied by one lit-
tle mmoretentious book shop.
I know another city of three
hndred thousand popula-
tion that supports three
large, flourishing book-
stores-—and these stores are
centers of eivie interest and
progress. From one of these
stores in particular radiate
many movements that have
to do with the intelleotual
progress and social welfare
of the city., These book-
sallers have gradually de-
veloped a large clientele of
hook Jovers, They have
cultivated a widespread lit-
erary taste until every fam-
ily that pretends to keep up
with the literary procession
has its library table liberal-
ly supplied with all the lat-
est books. These book-
stores are the intellectual
barometers of the town,

The book-seller who
knows how to tell the people
of & town the interesting
things about the latest books
is not only going to grad-
ually inerease the number of
book lovers, but is certain to
build up in time a profitable
clientele, and that means the
constant enlargement of his
business.
