to contain. May we venture to suggest, how- |
aver, that in the case of the average boy some
of theae words with which he is on guch familiar
terms mighy not add a great deal to the attrac-
tivensss or practical utility of the spelling hook,
Yet it Is not certain that thelr number could not
be saslly matched by father, if he 158 at all ver-

“When the church goes Into
such business,"” says Dr. Baltaly, - it loses
casie.” Without passing on that question, it
feeine &t beat a compromise and admigaion
which no church can afford to make. It opens
way for the inference thiat the church lays on
ita bargain counter the best it bas, and that
thesa frivolities are the best.

The pastor does well to emphasize, as the

Hin teacher waa an ecclesinatic
who had taken the miner orders, and
belonged o & Iraternity of the third or-
dar of St. Francia Henito was designed
for m priest, but abandoned theclogy for
the law, He practiced a8 a country
lawyer; was slectad govermnor of his na~
tive wtate: porved ms professor of ex-
perimental physica In the government
college, wan elected to congress; became
chief Justica of Mexico and ex-officio
vice preaident. Buceeded to the presi-
Santa Anna hated Juarex and
at one time Imprisoned him at Vera Crus
In the fortress of San Juan de Ulloa. in
a dungeon under the sen, from which he
escaped by means best known Lo himaalf
The best commentary on (he honesty of
thix high-minded patriot s that, while
an exile at New Orieans, he earned his
living with & small clEar store.

At the time Juares aucceeded to the
presidency, the clevicaln refuméd to aock-
nowledge him as  preaident, . Mjichael
Miramon, Frenchman by remote descend-
ent, claimed to be président, though he
war never slected, This Iinfernal scouns
drel forcibly broke fto the Rritish lega-
tion and robbed the strong box of FH0000,
whith belonged 6 the Britinh bondhold-
érs and had been deposited to pay
Moxico's debt. ' Ha afterward borrowed
00,000 from Jecker; & Swins banker,
insued $15,000,000 of bonds on the WF
government—-think of It, a discoumt of 08"
per ‘cent.

No other part of the morth Atantic s so Areaded
by marinars aa Bahle Ialnhd, the reglon whers the
receant aurvivors of the fredlght steamer Columblan,
destroysd by fire May & put to sen. The (sland Is
appropriaisly naumed and has & melancholy record as
A marine graveyard Located about ninety miles
sotitheast of Nova Beotia, the sland s a huge sand.
bar. created by the shifting corrents of the ocean
amd lis wind-driven waters. [t is crescent shaped,
twenty-two miles from tip toa Up, and ie one mile in
breadth at the center,

To one approaching from the north the Iniand ap-
pears a succession of low sand hills, scarcaly patched
with struggling vegetation. At the west end an eln.
vation eof some elghteen feet rises gradually as ona
goes eastward, untll it attaine an slevation of about
ninoty feet near the east end light, beyond which
it wlopes away agaln untll it merges Into the north-
eart har.

Life-Saving Stations. -

Habla island s now almost entirely given over to
tha Ufe-maving =iations, the first of which was
founded in 1802 under the superintendance of James
Morris. The government establishment consints of
n muperintendent and slghteen men distributed about
the island. Thera ls-a main station at ths center
of the Island and five or six out-stations, in which
the men reside. Hesides theas statlons thers are two
housss of refuge, in which are huge fireplaces always
filled with wood Canflles, matches and bags of
biscuits hang on ths walls out of reach of rate. The
doors of thess Tescup housss aAre aAlwavs simply
latched, and on the Inside are directions posted
telling castaways how to find fresh water by Jdig-
ging In the sand andl how to make thelr way to tha
Inhabited mations. Many n heartfelt prayer has been
offered Up In thess shanties by the poor unfartunates

cast up by the sea upon this somber isle. At all
the out-stations there are »ignal wstaffs, for the
purpose of communicating with veassls and the

meln station, which Is n crow's-nest, pinnacled on &
mast 120 feet high, from which a view of the en-
tire inland can be abtalfed—when the fog permits
There are several metallle lfeboats, surfboats, life
