Much July Future is Sold on Market
at Handsome Profits.

CORN SHOWS MUCH STRENGTH

Ilrllevrd of the rressnre of Country
Offerings, Yellorr Cereal TnUes

OMAHA, May 38. 1913.

The feature as well as the factor In the
wheat market reterrlnv wnn the heavS'
soiling or mo juiy r inure ny nroners rep-
resenting tho Armour Grain company
and In which there were handsome prof-It- s.

This grain was purchased somo time
ago, and whllo it would be Impossible to
siy as to the nveragc price It cost. It will
sufflco to say It as well purchased.

The Armour grain house was alone on
the bull side of wheat for some little tlmo
and Instead of ntnnrilnc itlin 'nnd allow
ing others to pick up tfio cheap grain
thrown Into the pit It bought everything
In sight and on the advance In values has
been enabled to change Its paper protlts
Into actual money. While prlci have de-
clined sharply for several days, and these
losses made a good sized total, this ac-
tion of the market has changed the situa-
tion so that Investors will likely be seen
taking hold freely.

Tho news received from the Kansas
wheat belt wes mainly of one kind tell-
ing of excellent crop renditions nnd of
enough moisture to finish the crop. There
was one exception, however, to this rule,
and that was tho renort ns sent In by
a Monroe street concern, whoso crop ex-
pert said tho fly Is quite numerous In the
iicins or southern Kansas ana in tne
neighborhood of Wellington.

Thero are fears amonc the commission
houses on the Board of Trade that wheat
will again drift back Into a scalping
proposition unless the present speculative
interest shows an Increase.

Qeorge E. Maroy, president of the Ar-
mour Uraln company, believes that old
wheat will sell at a much higher level In
the southwestern markets before anothercrop Is available. lie advances the opin-
ion that farmers, ns well as country ele-
vator concerns, have marketed their
wheat closely, and that the grain now
nacK in the country has been held forhigher prices and will come out In thoopen when holders are satisfied with the
prices bid for It.

uorn was a strong" market and displayed
Independent strength. There waa no
pressure from country offerings of cash
corn and the strength was developed on
moderate buying.

Oats were firm at advances of UQHc.
This market acted In sympathy with
wheat, as the beet prices were npt fully
held. There woa a good class of buying
and cash values were gonorally steady to
He higher In all the markets.
