In either case the result could not
benefit the state, and 1t had been therve-

. One Precedent Clted,

In 1904 the elder Liobkenocht refused to

rise whon cheers were proposed for the
emperor in the Relchutag. The authorities
Prepared a complaint against him and
asked the Relchstag to consent to his
prosecution. Consent was refused and the
onse had to be dropped. There appears
to be conslderabls doubt, in any event,
whether & mere refusal or neglect lo
stand up when the emperor s being
cheered I sufficient to constitute the
erime of lese majeste,
Indications of & sharpening of the cam-
paign agalnst the wsoclalists are observ-
able in many places (hroughout the em-
pire.
