Ol Herrern for use
in telegrams and letters aent from Mexico
to his address ‘in the Hibba bullding at
Washington.

Only the favored few have known of
these wvarious allases. The members of
the revolution junta at Washington, of
which Captain Hopkina is the gulding
sgpirit and the soul, know the identity of
“A, GIl Herrera,” The senators and rep-
resentativen wiio have manifested curios-
ity concerning the revolutionary activity
of Captain Hopking are not In the secret,
and there Is a great deal more that thess
senators and represontatives do not kmnow,

There have beon payments of money by
Mr. Plerce tu Captaln Hopkins and by
Mr. Pleros to Jose Vasconceloa, The
axact relationship of thess payments to

wans gone Into at groat length and a peo-
gram for the future waa discusesed,

only American control, but Pierce control,
