D1J8 MOINES. Juno 28.- - (Special Tele-
gram.) In one of the most thrilling fin-

ishes seen on tlio local diamond this sea-

son Des Moines grubbed the first (tamo
out of the fire In tlio last half of tho
ninth by the score of 2 to 1. Tho first
thrill was furnished by Omaha In Its half
of the final round. With one down and
the game apparently lout. 1 to 0, Crosby,
whaled & homo run over the left field
fence.

It looked like an extra Inning fray with
the tail end of the Boosters' batting order
up. Ewoldt, however, landed a Texas O.
leaguer and Mogrldge sacrificed him to
second. Eddie Hahn delivered In tho
pinch and n hot liner Just Inside first
base scored Kwoldt with tho deciding run.

Des Moines' first run was made on
Jones' single, a walk to Haley, nn out
and Ewoldt'a hit In tho second stanza.
