We ecarnestly call your attention to the
following reports, marked A" and "B,
attached to and made n part of this
ntatemont. “A,” made to the governor by !
the Board of Regents of the lnlvrﬂi!y.

commission of unlversity and agrioul-
turnl college presidents Invited by the
farmers’ congress of Nebraska to per-
sonally Investigate this question In order
that their conclusiona might gulde our
voters. The gentlemen Joining unani-
mously tn this report are aminent edu-
oators and experts in univergity and ag-
rlicultural collage administration. They
represent institutions both divided and
oconsolldated and thelr earnest advise to
us In to conmsolidate the university and
ngricultural college st the state farm.
Ex<dovernor Jloch of Kansas, now a
member of the Btate University and Ag-
rleulturnl College bLoard of that astate,
who waas prevonted by slckness from serv.
ing as & membar of this commission, but
who vislted Lincoln, however, and in-
vestigated the question of consolidation,
writes this message: “‘Consolidate at the
sinte farm, for as sure an fate if you do
not you will have two universities within
two and s half miles of each other.”

The president of tha "board” in lowa
having under Ita control the state uni-
varsity at Iowa Clity, and also the Axri-
cultural college at Ames, prevented by
other enkagements from attending this
conference, writes as a result of lowa's
experionce with duplicated Institutions:
“Our problems here are so complex and
perplexing that It seems almost lmpossi-
bls W remedy them.”
