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IRISH PBTIOflB SETTLED

Liverpool Post Says Only Few De-

tails Ecmaia to Be Adjusted.

EfflG GEORGE STAYS UT lONDON

HI Mnjraty la AVutchlnn ItrpnrU at
Conferences lletven Lenders

Tyrone County to He

Dctnrhnl from I Inter.

IvONDON. July IS. Kins George, who
has been making great efforts to bring
nbout a settlement of the Irish homo rule
crisis decided this morning to poatpono
until later In tho day his proposed visit
to tho groat Brlt'nh fleet, now lying at
Splthead. This ho did that h might be
In London to receive early reports of
developments In tho conferences going
on between tho various party leaders.

It Is understood that when the oppor-

tune moment arrtves his majosty will
throw his Influence toward the side look-

ing for amicable settlement.
Tho belief prevails that such a nettle-me- nt

Is not far off and tho Liverpool
Post, ono of tho best Informed news-
papers on tho government side, goes so
far as to say:

"There Is really an arranged settle-
ment of tho Irish question. Details have
yet to bo ndjustcd, but tho broad facta
cpn be regarded as fixed."

Other authorities do not go quite so
far, but satisfy themselves with the
statement "there Is n near approach to
a settlement."

The government Is believed to have of-

fered the. Unionists, in case they agreo
to abandon their demand for a "Clean
cut" of tho provlnco of Ulster out of the
operations of tho Irish home rule bill,
to arrange that the wholo ot Ulster, with
tho exception of tho county of Tyrone,
which has a great Catholic majority,
should vote as an entity on tho ques-

tion of exclusion from tho home rule gov-

ernment. Tho Unionists demand that
Tyrone shall be Included In this arrange-
ment and this has been tho causo of the
deadlock.

Premier Asquith and Augustlno Blrrcll,
secretary of Btato for Ireland, who are
carrying on the negotiations on behalf of
the cabinet, havo remained In town for
the week-en- d. The premier today held
another audience with tho king. Tho rest
of the cabinet ministers scattered over
the country for their weekly holiday.

Man Who Would Start
Masonic Republic

Not Known to Masons
STORM LAKE, la.. July
A Rtoux City Friday morning paper

contained an account of tho activities of
cne, Edward Buckley, who claims to be
the president of a African
Masonic republic, and who ls said to
have been traveling throughout the mlddlo
west In search of cabinet members for
his "republic." For several montliH,
since President Buckley first mndo Ids
appearance- In London, England, and gave
out his sensational announcement con-

cerning tho establishment of tho African
Masonic republic, with himself at the
head, Influential Masons have endeavored
to locate him.

Among tho more prominent agencies ot
the farteraal organization, which has
I eon on "lis trail Is tho American Free
mason of Storm Lake, la., of which
Joseph E. Moreombc is the head, and
theartlclc, which was publlsed In tho
Sioux City newspaper, evidently has led
to tho downfall of the embryo president.
It Is stated on high authority that Editor
J. E, Morcombe of tho Freemason, after
learning that Buckley had gone to Sioux
Falls, notified the Masons In thnt city of
his claim and asked them to Investigate
liln doings. The reply came back that
tho man was evidently ot unsound mind,
carried away with an exaggerated Idea
ot his own Importance, und In every way
Irresponsible.

Czar Will Abolish
Tax on Emigrants

ST. PETERSBURG. Russia, July 18-.-
Russla is about to recognize as legitimate
tho emigration of Its surplus millions to
countries other than those In Europe, and
tho ministry of commerce today submitted
to the cabinet n hill to abolish some ot
tho penalties hitherto attaching to un
authorized emigration.

Tho bill in Its preamble specially refers
to the 2SI.O0O emigrants from Russia to
America last year and also to the fact
that $50,000,010 was remitted to Russia In
1913 by Russian subjects, who havo settled
on the other rldo of the Atlantic.

In place of tho expensive passports,
which heretofore have been necessary to
everybody desiring to depart from Russia,
permits will be issued at the cost of only
10 cent In future.

Tho flno of $7.50 half yearly until now
Inflicted on absentees who have been more
than six months abroad. Is to be abolished
In the case of those returning on board
Russian steamers.

Tho bill also provides for the establish-mrn- t
of a fund to assist emigrants In

Russian ports nnd abroad, and for the
appointment of a special commission to
dend their interests In foreign countries.

Emigration agents, by one clause of
tho bill arc made llablo to Imprisonment
for holding out false inducements to emi-
grants.
