An embroidersd plnoe should be washed
by fitself in an earthen bowl to avold
the possibilities of rust or other slaln
Take falrly hot watér and make a llght
#uds of Ivory or any other pure BOWLD,
Waah quickly. If the linen is eolled, rub
that portion between the hands. Rinse
thoroughly In clean water and lay the
plece flat between two dry towels or
thick linen clothe. Roll up these so that
no part of the embroldery oan tounh
any other part of the same lnen, and
wring or twist so that the dry Unen
will absorh the molsture Leave in this
condition until the material is absolutely
dry. Lay the plece face down upon s
well-padded Ironing board, spread clean
white cloth over the embroldery and
iron quickiy and lightly with a hot lron,
beihg careful not to press too heavily
upon ths embroldersd portion,

A hot lron placed upen embroideries
In which the silk s wet will produce
steam. which wiil ruin the embroidery.

To remave scorch from linen, put two
ounces of Fuller's earth Into a saucépan
add & half ounca of white moap, the
uice of two large onlons and one cupful
of vinegar. Holl toguther for & few min.
utes, straln Into a jar and keep covered
for future use. Spread on the scorched
parts with a knife and allow it to dry
on. @mpler way would be to run the
scorched artlole with dry starch.
