Features of the Trartlnir and Closing

CHICAGO, Oct 15. Active campaign-
ing on the part ot bear leaders carried
the wheat market today sharply under
the season's previous low price, although
the record for depression had been made
only the day before. The close was
weak at Ho to HQe lower, practically
the bottom figures. Other leading staples
showed declines corn H4Jo. oats 701oto mc and provisions THOl&o.

Predictions that wheat would go as
low as 73o a bushel because of the tariffchanges formed one of the elements which
Influenced the market A liberal In-
crease In the world's available supply
also came into play and there was
fresh evidence that no export demand
was likely at present to relieve the bur-
den due to accumulating domestlo stocks.Big purchases on the. decline brought
wheat prices back about midday to nearly
last night's level, bot the market In the
end collapsed again. The temporary up-
turn was due In part to falling off In pri-
mary receipts, which were more than
tW.OCO bushels lets than a. year ago.

Corn Wont down grade chiefly as "the
result of a soling drive based on talkof Argentina Imports betng able to' compete with Iowa shipments In Kansas. The
fine weather added to sentiment

of lower prices. At the decline,
though commission house demand over-
came considerable of tho loss. Liquidat-
ing sales forced oats down worse thannny of the other cereals. The reason lay
In continued free offerings from Canada.Lower values for hogs weakened provl-slon- s.

NEW YORK STOCK MARKET

For Time Daring Session Losses of
Tuesday Retrieved.

MOST OF RECOVERY WIPED OUT

Little Attention Paid to Mexican Sit-

uation, and Conditions Abroad
Are Airnln Uncertain,

NEW YORK, Oct 15,-- For a time today
some of the ground lost by the stock
market on Tuesday, when acute weakness
In Southern Pacific and Canadian PacU
llo precipitated a general selling move-
ment, was retrieved, but In the flnat hour
another selling movement wiped out
much of the recovery. The early Im-provement seemed to be predicted largely
