CHICAGO OIIAIN AND PROVISIONS

Features of the Trading; and Closing
Prices on Ronrd of Trade.

CHICAGO, Oct 15. Stop loss selling on
a largo scale broke the wheat market
today notwithstanding that tho season's
low prlco record had been already
smashed twice In the previous forty--
eight hours. Boarlshness In Wall street
had much Influence. Thero was a heavy
feeling at tho close, whloh ranged 1U to
IViOlHo lower. Corn finished 'Ma off to
a shade up, oats at Ha decline and pro-
visions varying from Eo loss to a rlcA af
lOo

Foreign news gave the first downward
Impulse to wheat. Crop conditions
abroad were reported as generally favor--
aoie and storage room becoming scarce
In most European centers, especially In
Great Britain. The offset of the cables
was supplemented by rains in the winter
crop region southwest or Chicago, wnoro
moisture would be most helpful to
growth. Quick profit taking by shorts
led to several fair rallies In wheat, but
selling - prices continued, the hardest of
all coming In the last half hour, and
emphasising fears In regard to the Mexi
can situation and the treneral financial
ouiiooK, including the fate of the cur-
rency bill. Unloading near the end ot
the day was of a char-aoie- r.

Corn made a stronc rebound from nn
early setback, and ruled higher most of
the time, but weakened with wheat at
the close. Tho buying side received help
onioiur irom proSDects or unsettled
weather throughout the entire corn
belt. There were rkci mlvlroi. thnt u re
plies at Buenos Ayres had become almost
oxhausted. In tho oats crowd, covering
uu mo part ot Dig snorts checked wcok-nes- s.

SENTIMENT DECIDEDLY BEARISH

No Definite Development to Account
for Increasing Pessimism In .

Street Fcellnjr Dno to Gen-

eral Conditions.

NEW YORK. Oct. Id It llilU
effort to force stocks lower today. Senti-
ment wits decidedly bearish, and particu-
larly so among tho more Important nro--
irssionai trauers. l'revaure was not so
severe, but apparently no one wished to
buy. Numerous shares tell one to two
points and then trading became dull. The
market developed n better tone for a
time, but later eased off again to the low-
est figures Of the day, with Increased
pressure toward the end.

to . the prices which prevailed during the
JUne slump, taking them to the yedrs
law points. Most of tho leaders reached
new low levels for the present long de-
cline. Tli a stagnation uf the market
When the tendency was upward Indicated
as clearly ns the bearish attltudo of' trail-
ers, the paralysis ot tho buying .power.

Belling was believed to bo largely ror
the short account, nlthoueh them wero
reports that dissatisfaction with general
conditions was leading to the unioauing
of real stock In considerable volume. In-
timations that banks and trust compan-
ies were thus selling, met with denials.
Representative of some ot tho larger
local Institutions said the banks were
bare of stocks.

There was no definite development to-
day to account for tho Increasing pessim-
ism of the street. This atato of feeling
was described as the product of general
conditions, growing out of uncertainty In
business, fears of the Influence of 'cur-
rency legislation, the Mexican sltuatton
and other considerations which now ob-
scure the outlook.

Repoita of new financing were asso-
ciated with the especial weakness of In
dividual stocks. Tho only definite news
