Phil Bheridan was In the valley of the
Bhenandoah, ke found himwself muah
haramssd by Mosby, who was continually
putting off his supply trains. An army
oan not flght on an empty stomach, and
Mosby knew It. He alwo knew hgw, with
his small force, to neutralise tha strangth

of an army more than five times his Aum- |

ber, for by rushing from point Lo point
s'nnd making sudden attnoks miles apart,
{he kept a large proportion of the union
{troops in constant chase of him.

One bright moming Moaby heard that
& long supply train was winding its way
{down the valley., By noon the rangers,
[in thelr gray uniforma wers gathered at
the forks of the valley plke, watching
!for the head of the wagon traln to ap-
| poar,
| Presently a cloud of dust was neen ris.
ling far up the road, and, as the wind
Iblow 1t aside, the confederates caught
;lllh! of & lne of men In blue escorting
ln caravan of lumbering wagons drawn
by mules. Instantly Mosby gave the or-
der to run a little howitser up on the
fide of a hill and unlimber . As soon
as the gun had opened fire the rest of
the men wera to make a cavalry charge
and ' throw the train into confusion.

The rangers jerked the gun into posi-
tlon and began to swab It out. Suddenly
the man with the swab gave a shrill ysll,
peized the seat of his pantaloons, @®d
fled down the hill and out into the road.
Almost the same moment the other mar
rn the gun abandoned it. He seomed to
be fighting at the air as he disappeared
over ‘a stone wall

The #Suller's wagons wWere creeping
nearer, and Mosby did not know what
to think of such extrmordinary conduct
He ordersd four ghore man to the gun,
but hardly had they reached it when
they, too, yelled, began to beat the air
madly with thelr hags, and tock to
fight. v

Spurring his horse over the stone wall,
Mosby rode toward the gun, but his stay
was short. The howitzer stood just over
a hornet's neat, and thoss buasy insects
were resenting the intrusion. They had
repelled the Invaders on fool, and now
they swarmed on Moaby’'s horse tinl the
maddensd animal tore off down the pike
en a run, Then they turned their at-
tention to the rest of the troop.

Thelr sttack was so viclous that the
sangers gave up any idea of standing by
the gun. They scattered far and wide,
and it was an hour before they returned.
When they. did, the wagon traln bad
aafaly vanished In the distance Bo the
hornets saved the day for Sheridan.—
