Even though it would be found to be
a aucosssful ocrop for this part of the
state, it would sifll remaln & question as
te whether i1t would be & paying orop
in view of the fact that Lha same
with the sams climstie conditions and
rainfall can be ussd to producs crops of
gorn, alfalfa, polstoss or wheat. The
theory back of the breading of the spine-
lota cactus was that it would shrive on
ihe dry plalos where nothing elss of
valus could be raised without irrigation.
It was thought I might be the means
of making the dry dessrt piains valusble
if & orop of oaotus of great foeding value
oould readily be raised on tham.

It s thought by some that the rainfell
in far too groat in eastern Nebraske,
and consequently im Douglas county, for
the raising of & crop of cactus of any
kind. 1t ¥ a notable fact that in the arid
lands whore the wild eactl are abundant
that they thrive anly mo long as Irrige-

The time honored proverb thad *truth
is stranger than fetion™ ia perbaps no-
where lllustrated In so forcible & way
a8 In the cold, dry records of probate
courts of this or any other seotion of
tha couniry. The pathetic and oftiimes
tragic clroumstapnces with their lnsepara-
ble proof of the frallty and uncertainty
of human life, whioh thoss court files
contain, rarely come to-the knowledge of
the publia.
