Several
weaks ago he called upon the coms
paniea doing business In Kansas and
Mimgouri, where state mting laws are in
fores, to report thealr loss experience for
several yYearm past In his annual report
to the governor, just lssued, he declared
that companies which do business In the
state-rating sintes at a losg should not
ba allowad to do business In Ilinols, and
should be ocompelled to chooss where
they would prefear to operats.
