BLOW TO 'PATENT MONOPOLY'

Law Does Not Give Possessor Right
to Control Retail Price.

ARTICLES CAN GO AT CUT RATE

Decision Cover 15 vrrthln Not1
Sold Under ttratrlotlona Su-

preme Court ItCTeraxF--

Former Derision.

WASHINGTON, May 27. Tho
"ratent monopoly,' which threatened to
prevent cut rates by retailers on all
patented articles on the market, was de-

stroyed today by a decision of the su-

premo court of the United States.
The court held that owners of patents.

are not given the right by the patent law
to control the pret at whtcn retailers
must sell to consumers. Tho decision
In words applied only to a nerve tonlo
