Binoe bis return after an absonice of
slx months, . N. Diats, president of the
library board, has devoted some of his
time to the selection and purchase of
some rare and costly books, some of
which are now on the shelves of the pub-
lie llbrary.

The book on “Playing Cards,’' by Wil
liam Andrew Chatto, will be found In
but few libraries, as the book i out of
print and very rare. It glves the facts
and speeculations In the origin and his-
tory of playing cards and states that this
method of amusement originated with
the Hindoos.

Ome very unique book Is entitled “Pan-
tographin' and gives acocurate coples of
all the known alphabets In the waorld,
alsc an Engllsh explanation of the pe-
cullar foroe or power of each letter,

Another quite unique work, which may
nlao be classed na an art work, is “The
History of the Fan.” by G. W. Rhead.
It is the first work published making any
pretansion to completeness of Information
regarding the fan,

In this collection the Ilibrary has re-
celved mnother work by Mortimer Men-
ped, who has put forth so many beautl-
ful art works during the last few vears
This ons has to do with the srtist Gains-
borough and 1s beautifully Mlustrated in
color, the reproductions helng especially
fine.

“Portrait of Miniatures of Five Cen-
turies’ gives the full historv of the sub-
ject but briefly dealt with In the works
previously to be found in the publie ii-
This work Is by Ernst Lemberger,
und the finest work on minatures that
has yet been publighed.

The book long coveted by the lbrary,
but not purchamed becsuse of the lack
of avallable funds, is "“The Nationa! Gal-
lery” which econtains 10 piates In color
and which Is in two volumes. This cames
with the oolection presented by Mr,
Diets and is Uke the others, an axquisite
art book.

All of these books will bs piaced with
the art collection In tie reference room.
It is poassible that later the librgry will
hove some stereoptioan alides made in
color from the plates In some of these
worka.
