From Information recantly complled hy
Bafety Fngineering, Noew York, the fact
Is Maclosed that OO have boeen
wosted in less than five years throush
fires which have oceurred In over 500
country dwellings and clubhouses,

Pratentious country  mansions
been contumed bBeoatse ordinary safety
precautions agalnet  fire  have been
ignored. Owners of expensive couniry
dwallings and clublouses wppoar hae
singularly indifferent to the grave fire
haxards which threaten thelr property.

Large sums of money are lavishly ex.
rendled In adorning and beautifying these
coftly structures, but In many cases It
tie or no thought s glven to preve JAing
them from destructlion by fire. A com-
paratively small Investment would aften
remova perlloua conditfons to property
waorth many thouwmnmnds of dollars. The
contly lemsons whish flres have taught
In the destruction of country dwellings
and clubhouses during the last few yénre
should be ample to bring & sharp reall-
sation to all ewnera that It s the helght
of folly to disregard the necessity for
protection nagainst fire, The neceanity
for flreproof construction and the protee-
tlon afforded by afflolent fira extingulsh.

Counting in the additional
oonts of malntaining Ore departmmnis,
ete, our yearly fire tax, par capita, ls B
Naw if you remomber that over 16,000,000
poopla are direotly dependent for thedr
Iiving on tha wogoes and the profits of
the factoties malntalned by the members
of thin associntlon, you will see that the
fire tax of thin gEmup of indivdoals
amounts to more than 90,000,000 per an-
num.

Ry adopting proper meagutes we could
reduce the anvual Are loss by 76 per cent
and we would still fall far short of the
Europsan efficiency In thia reapect.
