| four hours’ fghtng It Is reported Mala-

moras, Mex, has been captured by ths
constitutionaliete. Many federal soldisrs
swam the Rio OUrande (0 the American
side. Firlag waa heavy at 230 p. m.

It was learnaed that besides the loas af
Major Ramos, Captain Veles and two
lleutenants, a score of federal soldiers
were \killsd in defending the Matamoras
light plant. A federal desorter sald that
the fedornls were pushed back to the
main plaza with heavy losnons

The attmck of the foross of General
Lucio Blanco, the constitutionalist com-
mander, on the elty of Matumorns began
st 10:30 o'clock today, the attack being
made in skirmish line order. The shoot-
ing was started by a small line of con-
stitutionalists visible from the American
bank of the Rlo Grandsa who were at-
tempting to guln the Matamoras electrie
light piant, a mile out of the eity.

At 1 o'vlock the first official report from
Matamoras stated that the attacking linea
hind been repulesd and that four federals
of a small foros fighting in the nelgh-
bhorhood of the light plant had been
wounded during the skirmishing there.

The shooting was brisk from the start
and oontinued for thres-quarters of an
hour, Then the firing was carried on by
both wides In a desultory way.

General Aspanit Hegins,

The entire forces of General Blanco,
numbering about 1,500, are being brought
into the attack. The lines are approach-
ing the city from the west with appar-
ently the heaviest firing to the south of
the city, The federals are entrenched In
the outskirts of Matamoraa, and in addl-
tlon to the embankments behind which
they are firing they are protected to some
extent by barbed wires charged with elec-
w:’ s

M wan Ramos, commander of
the roon, was ssriously wounded
in the charge of the revolutionista on the
Matamoras - eleotric fight- plant, which
they sucoeeded In taking at 3:16 o'clock.

There was & lull in the firing, the rebols
taking new posts far a hurried attack on
the fortifications south of the light plant.
By espturing this plant they put out of
commission the electric wire fence, whith
the federanls had claimed killed sixty of
ithe enemy.

One fedoral cannon was brought into

| action st the very start of the fight, but
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was given up after ona shot had besn
fired from it into several amall houses
in which It was Lhought rebels were
hiding, The houses were blown to kind-
ling wood, but no men were Iln them.

Ammunition Talkem to Matamoras.

Ten thoussnd rounds of ammunition
wers taken to Matamoras shortly before
noon today and just after the load was
carried over the International bridge a
protest was made by Dr, Antonlo Garsa
Gonsales, Carransa consul here. He was
weferred by the mlilitary muthorities in
charge to the preslident of the United
Btatas. A permit for passing the am-
munition was authorized several weeks
ago, but It had been allowed to remain
in this city. An old trestle owned by the
Mexican Nationa! raliroad caught fire
during the fight and has been burning
briskly ever slnoe. Theo fires are vis-
ible In as many parta of the city.

One of the federanls captured a fow days
ago by the rebels was forced by them
to give the location of dynamite mines
planted near the lght plant. One mine
was Mred without any Injury so far me
can be learned.

Two Mexicans watohing the fighting
from the American side were hurt by
stray bullots. Both wounded men are In
a serious condition.
