Hind-Sighted Statesmanship.

The farseeing wisdom of the
signers of our Declaration of Inde-
pendence and the framers of our con-
stitution has caused us for more
than a century to boast of the freest
and best republic on earth. Yet we
must all live and learn, and we must
now admit that the fathers of our
government made egreglous blunders,
whiceh eould have been avolded had
only our present-day maplents datad
further back.

Thoess raflections are foreed by
perusal of a speech alleged to have
bean delivered in the house of rep-
resentatives last month by our dis-
tinguished fellow citjzen, the Hon,
Dan V., Stepbens, congressman from
Ithe Third Nobraska district, who
thersin unboromed himself of this
declaration:

We found that the framers of the con-
stitution hed mads n mistake In placing
the power of elocting senators ih the leg-
islatures of the various statas. The peo-
ple have since corrected thia blunder of
the fathera by Issting primary instroes
tions to the legisiatures dirscting these
[ representative bodies whom 1o slect
Now, we have been early and earn-
ot advocater of the election of
United States senators by direct pop-
ular votg, bhut wa have never con-
tended that this must be done to cor-
rect A mistake of the framers of the
constitution. We have not the slight-
eat doubt but that the method of
choosing senators embodied in the
constitution was perfectly good, and
bost fitted for the conditions of that
time. The correctness of this conelu-
sion Is proved by the history of the
country for n whole century, and the
ability and character of the men who
sarved in the sensta during thoss
yoarn. What we have wrged is that
the growth of the country, the en-
largement of the electorate, and the
spread of popular education long ago
removed the controlling reason for
indirect election of senators, and
made direct slections imperative for
modern representative government,
1t s refreshing to have our Third
district statesman set us right by ex-
posing the blunders of the conatitu-
tion makers, and helping us to cor-
reot thelr mistakes,
