Why Boys Prefer Paid Labor to
Sohool Studies.

A FORM OF MENTAL LAZINESS

At least half of the boys the country
over leavo school aa soon a the law
allows, which Is usually at 14 years of
oge. But only a small percentage leave
through any real pressure from their
parents, is tho conclusion of the Ameri-

can Machinist, which Investigated Into tho
records of trade apprentices. "The great
majority of parents," says the Machinist,
"worship education per se and are willing
to make whatever sacrifice Is necessary
to continue their children la school. On
tho other hand, the majority of employers

I who have work to offer which Is tit
for those boys, do not wnnt them until
they arc at least IS years. .old and. many
not until they are 18. The amount ot
money which boy up to these ages can
cam Is certainly not In any degree an
equivalent for the .education which, they
should obtain. In the two or four-ye- ar

period. Tho almost universal plea on
tho part of the children Is that they hate
school and want to work. What dots,
this mean? What part of school life do
they hate and what part of shop life do
they crave.?

"One of our correspondents who has
had abundant opportunity to Investigate
these matters holds that the largest
cause of this defection is a lack ot
willingness to think and to take respon-
sibility. That Is, It is a form of mental
lasinpas. As he views the situation a
boy feets that, he can dodge respon-

sibility for correct arithmetic, English
and everything else he is taught In
school by entering a shop. There, at his
age,, ho Is only allowed ta do work which.
Is almost automatic In Its nature, which
requires almost no thought and llttlo at-

tention for Its successful operation. Ho
Is only given work which does require
thought and attention ,as he shows will-

ingness to do It which means that many
never rise at all and the rest compara-
tively slowly.

To a boy tea hours a day In the shop
spells more liberty than 5 hours In n
school room( because In-- the. shop lie only

does, what he can easily do without men-

talexertion and without worry. In the
schoolroom he is expected, at least, to be
constantly on the alert and strained up
to concert pitch."
