McNab's Unexpired Term.

It has been commonly, If not gen-
erally, assumed, In comnectlon with
the apectacular reslgnation of United
Btates District Attorney MeNab, as
the outgrowth of the so-called Diggs-
Caminett! case, that the outgoing
official hed practleally served out
bis term and was about to be sup-
planted, If this were trus, It would
mean that the reslgnation flung in
the face of the presldent was not re-
slgulng anything worth holding, and
that the ssorifica “'for prinelple”
was of minor consideration.

The statement of facts as pro-
séntad by local newspapers in Cal-
fformia’ completely controverts this
conclnalon, Mr, McNab was  ap-
pointed by Presldent Taft, and was
serving under a commission dated
May 1, 1912, which, In the ordinary
course of events, would have enfl-
tied Mm to hold the offlce for four
yoars, The resignation, therefors,
eut short an official ecareer that
would have extended until May 1,
1916, or nearly thres years longer.
The length of the unexpired term
must put more welght upon Mr, Mo
Nab's Indignant action, and snswer
fn advance any possible retort charg-
ing It up to the approaching prospect
of separation from the payroll.

This, then, In view of Meade's tri-
umph, {8 what givea the sweep of
slgnificancs to the coming reunion
of the blue and gray in commemora-
tion of the fiftleth annlversary of
Gettyaburg, where the flag that
waves over the hallowed ground will
be studded by forty-elght stars and
hailed by patriots all from every
state on both sides the llne, now
but & mystio legend. Buch a “tent-
ing on the old camp ground’” should
sarve to deepen the meaning of the
destiny that led Lee that Fourth of
July night conquered instead of con-
quering Into the melancholy retreat
townrd the Poltomne and Intensify
the spirit of patriotism enkindled by
the immortal speech of Lincoln a
little while later. On the pivot of
Gottysburg the United States of
America swung out Into the vastness
of a world power to clalm first place
among all the nations ere these fifty
yoars had elapsed. Truly, *“these
dead” did “not die in valn."

Uncle Bam and Public Morals.

The instance of the two magasine
publishers sentanced to four years
each in the penltentlary Is another
indication of the government's pa-
ternal interest In the morals of the
peaple. Bometimea folks may get
the idea that the federal authorities
are more zealous for the enforce-
ment. of merely civil statutes, whose
violation more directly affects com-
merce, but thougiftful observance
will guickly disabuse the mind of
such an erroneous Impression. The
government Is jealous of nothing
more than the rigld enforcement of
laws of a pecullarly moral nepect,
such as those prohibiting the use of
the malls for Immoral purposes.

Nor Is this a new departure, For
long yoars the United States has had
officlals whose sole dutles conslated
in ferroting out viclations of these
very laws, laws against the circula-
tion of obscene mall matter, Bo
falthfully has this work bheen done
that offenses of this character are
far less numerous now, even with
our great Increases in populetion
and cunning eommercial devices,
than ever. Only the most wary dare
now sngage in that line of deviltry,
It should give a new and wholesome
respect for the jealous paternal con-
carn of the government to reflect
upon such matters, to reslize that
the same anxious care s given to
ridding the malls of obscens lMiora-
ture as w blue sky wschemes and
commercial gold bricks.
