As
soon as the manufacturer had established a demand for his shoes
in one territory by local advertising, he would extend the plan to
another territory.

Todar he is one of the biggest men In the business, He s
worth well over a million and hie factory covers four city blocks.
His old nelghbor is subletting part of his former factory, and is now
only turning out eighty-five cases a week.

If you are a manufacturer, follow the plan of this '
shoe man, Advertise locally in the newspaper in order
to help the local retailer. When you have cinched your
market in this territory, pase on to another territory and
follow the same plan.
