There are many men in the wheat

trade who feel friendly to the bull side
of the market and these arc the larger
speculator, not only at ChlcnKo, but at
Minneapolis, Duluth and the southwest.
It Is an unusual occurnnco for the bulls
in wheat to be unable to swing the mar-
ket to their liking, with a new crop
flRht at our doors, but those who have
put out hlR short lines with the ex-
pectation of the hetlKlng transactions
lowering values sharply and probably
securing profit, have In a great many
Instances been forced to retrace theirsteps and cover their short lines at
losses. Hedging sales against tho new
crop of wheat are to be seen InChlcago
ns well as In the southwest markets,
and for several days the trado has been
unwilling to make, any purchases se

of these tranaactlons, They were
Iiss in cvldenco yesterday, however,
and this caused some of tho larger
speculators to take kindly to the bull
side. Crop advices from sections of thespring wheat country were anything but
encouraging to the bears. Still a great
many of them sold wheat,, as they expect
something now Invisible to turn up to
help them out of their positions. The
best crop experts ever Iscnt out of
Chicago nre now In the spring wheatcountry and their reports show that tho
what plant has suffered more or loss,
nrtd tl.at a further falling off In con-
ditions is probable.

Cash wheat was unchanged to He
higher.

The greatest surprise of the day yester-
day was In the corn trade, when fu-
tures scored an advance at the best
point of the session of about 2 cents
over the close Thursday. The market
opened excited on extreme hot weather
ntws from Oklahoma and messages
claiming danger to the crop. Cash corn
was Vic higher.

Back of the present strength in the
oata market is the belief that the oatscrop of the country has been seriously
shortened by tho dry weather. CaBh
oats wero Mo higher to Vc lower.

CHICAGO C.IIAIN AND PROVISIONS

Feature of the Trading- anil Closing
I'rlcen on Hoard of Trade.

CHICAGO, Juno 2S. Large marketings
of old wheat and some Increase in the
offers of new acted today as a drag on
prices. The close was caay, l4flUc to
'Wo lower. Corn finished, HfSMo to
Ufc-S- down; oaU, off Vic to UV4c, and
provisions ranging from 7Hc decline to an
advance- of 2Vi1R5c.

Primary receipts of wheat today
amounted to 6GJ.000 bushels, agnlnst 279,-00- 0

bushels twelve months ago, and for
the corresponding year, now closed, wero
37a.SO0.000 bushels, compared with 233.513,-00- 0)

bushels. Posting of the figures show-
ing this huge enlargement, more than
146,000,000 bushels, had a depressing effect
on bulls. Furthermore, seaboard clear-
ances were light, the total of wheat and
flour equalling only 279,000 bushels.

Some strength and excitement early in
the wheat pit was based on the announce-
ment that a fairly prominent local short
had been obliged to suspend trading.
There were also unfavorable reports from
the Dakotas Regarding the crop outlook,
hut the absence of any word as to definite
widening of the damage area gradually
aided In turning control over to tho bears.

Realising sales by longs and a general
desire to curtail risks over Sunday formed
the main Influence that overcame bullish
nentlment about corn. Differences of
opinion were also expressed concerning
the effect of extreme heat in the fields
under present circumstances, wspeclally
the doubtful, adequacy of moisture. Re-
ceipts nearly three lime as large as a
year ago counted as a weakening factor
In the oats market.
