ALMOST AS LIGHT AS AIR

Ancient Process of Making; Gold
Leaf One of Surpassing

Care.

Gold beating la one of the oldest-trad- es

In Birmingham. England. To a large ex-
tent this trade has irnna in nrm,nv
through the competition of cheap labor,
oul t is asserted that the best gold leaf
Is still made In England. The work Is
done entirely by hand, and the customary
sign Is the picture of a glided arm bear-
ing a hammer poised for the blow. The
leaf is hammered out in small home
workshops from twerity-four-car- at gold,
but is first sent to the rolling mills,
whence it is returned in long ribbons one
and a quarter Inches wide and one,thou-sandt- h

part of nn Inch In thickness Then
it Is ready for the beater. The. ribbon Is
generally cut oft into small inch nn
quarter squares, weighing about, six
grains.
